Parks Board Regular Monthly Meeting

1. Call to Order.  The meeting was called to order by Chairperson Fuchs at 6:00 p.m.
2. Roll Call.  Members present:   Anderson, Fuchs, Fuson, Courtier, Hamilton, Mani and Withrow.  Members absent: Merritt 
3. Approval of Agenda.  Fuchs made a motion to approve the agenda, seconded by Courtier.  Motion approved 7-0.

4. Approval of Minutes.  Withrow moved to waive the reading of the minutes of the February 10, 2014 regular meeting and to approve as presented.  It was seconded by Hamilton.  Motion approved 7-0.
5. Citizens’ Appearances.  None.

6. Chair’s Report.  Fuchs reported that the Evansville Common Council continues to explore funding options for Wisconsin Historical Markers for Leonard/Lake Leota Park.
7. Reports/Updates.  Anderson discussed the current impact of the state bag limit of 25 pan fish per person per day is having on the fish stock in Lake Leota.  He is going to facilitate a representative of the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources next month to help the board look at options and potential barriers to changing the bag limit.
Anderson also will present more detailed plans and cost estimates for the West Side Park shelter.

8. Old Business.  Fuchs reported that the ice fishing event for the board at Lake Leota may occur on Sunday, March 16, 2014.  She will contact the board members with details.
Withrow presented that he had received 50 packets of donated flower seeds as well as one pound of North Central Prairie wildflower seeds.  The wildflower seeds have been identified for Wind Prairie Park to add color yet remain within the native flora character of the park.  The remaining seed may be planted by other service groups and may lead to “Adopt-a-bed-of-Flowers” concept for the community.
9. New Business.  Due to a commitment of the Chairperson, the Parks and Recreation Board will have the next monthly meeting on Monday, April 7th, 2014 at 6:00 pm.
10. Adjournment.  Withrow made a motion, seconded by Fuson to adjourn the meeting at 6:30 p.m.  Motion passed 7-0.
