MINUTES 

1. Meeting called to order at 6:00 pm by Chairperson Fuchs. In attendance Coutier, Anderson, Merrick, Hels, Hamilton, Fuson
2. Motion to approve Agenda as printed, Motion by Courtier, 2nd Merrick, approved
3. Motion to waive the reading of the September 8th, 2014 minutes & approve them as printed, motion by Fuchs, 2nd by Courtier, approved. 
4. Citizen appearances, relating to Park & Recreation, not listed agenda items:
John Frey, Evansville Jays, Home Talent League, Lower Diamond Improvements update. The concession stand rework is taking longer than expected. The inside wall is prepared for stone facing. Once completed the siding, which will has been donated by Varco Pruden/Blue Scope, will be ready to hang. May be fall or may have to wait until spring.

A question arose about the policy of donating something to the park as a remembrance such as a bench, picnic table, or flagpole. For the bench or picnic table, only the Park and Recreation Board would need to approve. In the case of a flag pole, since it would need to be installed, would need approval of the Common Council. Fuchs will research the issue of budget consideration or if the flagpole is part of a larger capitol improvement project. 

Richard Knutson of Evansville wanted an update on the outcome of the joint Historic Preservation Commission/Park and Recreation Board meeting in September. 
5. Mike Maves: Update on improvements at Little League lower diamond: 
The additional improvements to the upper diamond including the installation of a sprinkler system, sodding of the infield, and the stone base wall for the backstop have received all necessary approvals and work will continue weather permitting. 
6. Discussion/ Possible motion for changes to Little League program
Kevin VonTayson is requesting that a STRICT May 16 deadline for sign up for Little League. Late sign ups cause issues for uniforms, picture day, etc. and leads to frustration from the parents. Initial distribution of materials will occur February 2, 2015. Hamilton suggested a late fee. The fee after May 9th would be higher and no registration would be allowed after May 16. 
It was moved by Fuson that “The Little League Program deadline for registration would be May 9th, 2015  with fees for T-Ball of $10 and Little League $28. Late registrations would be accepted until May 16 but an additional $5 late sign up fee would be assessed.” Hamilton 2nd, passed on a unanimous vote. 

Also discussion of inclusion of out of town teams from Orfordville, Albany, and Afton. These teams would be responsible for their own sign up and financial obligations and would rotate in and out of the schedule so that one out-of-town team would play each week. 
7. Discussion/Motion on gating the Park entrance for the winter months.

Moved by Fuchs that “The Park Supervisor (Ray Anderson) would lock the park at his discretion at the onset of winter, once the lake begins to freeze.” Arrangements have been made with the Boy Scouts, EFD, and EMT for access. 2nd by Hamilton, approved by unanimous vote. 
8. Discussion for developing a check list for Park projects : 
Fuchs asked the Board to review the survey results contained in the Park Plan and prioritize the top ranked improvements listed. Consider costs as well as priority. She also asked that members then make a list based on their preferences. Included in the current project and budget are the Allen Creek walls, replacement of the basketball and tennis courts in Leonard Leota Park, fish stocking for Lake Leota. Also consider more forecasting for long term expensive projects. 
9. Discussion for Wind Prairie Restoration, incorporating city & volunteers.
Anderson will talk to County Conservationist about marking the trees in Wind Prairie. Concerns were discussed about liability issues if this were to become a volunteer project. Only city employees would be allowed to run equipment. Anderson plans to contact Jason O’Conner about using the county RECAP program. 
10. Chair’s report from committees/council
Nothing to report. 
11. Reports/Updates on projects or Maintenance
The creek walls at the dam are completed. Flagpole that was in the way of the construction will need to be relocated and reset. This will be a senior Scout project and Keith Henning will be the contact. Hamilton will deal with the plaque.

The bathrooms will be closed for winter before Halloween.

The High School has started work on the shelter in the West Side Park.
