MINUTES

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Ringhand at 6:00 p.m.  Present were: Mayor Ringhand, Ald. Hammann, Messrs. Sauer, Skinner, and Vrstal.  Absent were Ald. Aikman and Mr. Hurley.  Staff present: Colin Byrnes, City Planner, Bill Connors, City Administrator, and Sandra Hart, City Clerk.  Also present in the audience were Ald. Cothard, Ald. Sornson, and Ald. Roberts.  

The Agenda was approved as presented.

Motion by Hammann, seconded by Vrstal, to waive the reading of the July 6, 2004 Minutes and approve them as printed.  Motion carried.

Citizen appearances other than agenda items listed.  None.

Unfinished Business.

Motion by Hammann, seconded by Vrstal, to approve the continuation of an Amended Site Plan for Green Forest II restaurant, 255 Union Street, (parcel 6-27-870) to operate an outdoor seating area for patrons.  

Motion by Hammann, seconded by Skinner, to amend the motion to include the following staff recommendations: 1. Outdoor seating is only available from Memorial Day to Labor Day; and, 2. Outdoor seating is limited to 4 picnic tables with a capacity of 4 persons each.  Amendment carried.

Original motion, as amended, carried.

Motion by Hammann, seconded by Skinner, to remove from the table a motion to recommend to Council approval of Ordinance #2004-17.  Mr. Connors explained the changes in Amendment 1-1.

Motion by Hammann, seconded by Skinner, to adopt Amendment 1-1 with the following revision: lines 19 and 42 will read “...consisting of curbs and vegetation that separates the two directions of traffic from each other.”  Amendment passed.

Original motion, as amended, was carried.

New Business.

Motion by Hammann, seconded by Vrstal, to approve a Conditional Use Permit and Site Plan for a drive-in financial institution for the Bank of Monticello at the intersection of Hwy. 14 and J. Lindamann Drive (Parcel 6-27-959.1) and to approve a site plan for the facility.

Richard Smith, Brink, Kolberg & Assoc., Madison, architects, presented various sketches displaying the topographical survey, parking layout, drainage, landscaping, footprint of the building, preliminary elevations, lighting, and the proposed sign.  Mr. Smith stated there will be a community room and he added a number of parking stalls to accommodate the use of this room.  The exterior will be partially constructed of fieldstone and the building includes large windows to allow for natural light inside.  Mr. Mike Klassy, Executive Vice President, Bank of Monticello,  provided a letter stating the need for a new and larger facility.  The Bank will be moving from their existing site at 1 North Madison Street.  

Mr. Sauer strongly recommended curbing be added to the edges of all pavement on the site plan (the site plan showed no curbing around most of the outer edge of the pavement and none in the driveways) and that he have an opportunity to run a computer program to analyze the proposed lighting plan.  If curbing is required, a new drainage plan would need to be drawn and reviewed.  

Mayor Ringhand opened the public hearing at 6:40 p.m.

Maynard Rauk, representative of Landmark Services Cooperative, inquired about the placement of the entrance to the bank from J. Lindemann Drive.  It does not appear to be directly across the street from either entrance to the McDonald/Amoco station.  Will the entrance be staggered between the two existing entrances to the McDonald/Amoco station.  Mr. Sauer answered the plans are not detailed enough to determine where the driveway access will be located.

The public hearing closed at 6:48 p.m.

Mayor Ringhand inquired about the landscaping requirements.  Mr. Byrnes said all the landscaping requirements were met and in some areas exceeded the necessary amount.  The level of quality of this building is setting a benchmark for the rest of this area to be developed.  All members agreed that the proposed drawings presented a very attractive building.

Motion by Hammann, seconded by Skinner, to table the site plan until next month to give time for the architect to amend his drawing to include outside curbing, prepare a new stormwater plan, locate the driveway entrance, and allow Mr. Sauer to review the proposed lighting.  Motion carried.

Motion approving the preliminary Conditional Use Permit was carried.  The final review of the Conditional Use Permit will appear on next month’s agenda.

Motion by Hammann, seconded by Sauer, to recommend to Council approval of a preliminary land division (#LD-2004-048) for Charles Rohloff, 7538 Territorial Road, Evansville.  The Commissioners reviewed the staff report and inquired if the Town had approved the land division.  Mr. Byrnes answered he did not believe so.  Motion by Hammann, seconded by Skinner, to approve the land division conditioned upon the Town of Union approving it.  Amendment carried.  Original motion, as amended, was approved.

City Planner’s Report.

Mr. Byrnes will be contacting the School District to verify the location of the  10’ walkway in the previously approved Bewick extraterritorial land division.  Additionally, the stormwater management plan for this subdivision needs to be reviewed by the City and the School District.  Presently, the developers are formulating this plan.

A first reading of an ordinance annexation and rezoning the Lee Ringhand property south of  Porter Road will be presented at the Council’s August meeting.  Plan Commission will hold a public hearing on this ordinance in September.

Report of the Smart Growth Planning Committee.

Mr. Connors distributed a letter addressed to Kendall Schneider, Chair, Town of Union, regarding a bicycle/pedestrian path on Outlot 1 in Stoneridge Manor Subdivision. The memo requests support from the Town Board for a bicycle/pedestrian path connection between North Robert Road in the township and Leonard-Lake Leota Park.  

The Smart Growth Planning Committee will be receiving the draft of the land use chapter later this month.

Report of the Evansville Redevelopment Authority.

Mr. Connors reported the RDA recommended to Council, and Council approved, providing financial assistance, to the Evansville Pharmacy to relocate to the Grange Building.  He had received some information that the attorney for the owner of the Grange Building wanted to negotiate some provisions contained in the agreement document.  Council also approved the renovation of the Badger Coach Building on 133 North Madison Street.  The RDA will start to formulate an overall philosophy and planning program that will become available to the businesses in the TIF district.

Mr. Sauer indicated that a number of residents in the southeast area of the city and he have discussed solutions to their drainage issues.  He concludes that a lot of their problems could be prevented by installing and maintaining a rain garden.  He will be distributing information on this issue to the Plan Commission.

Mr. Connors said the Plan Commission will be presented soon with a proposal to undertake a regional stormwater management project having to do with Larson Acres and the Lee Ringhand property, north and south of Porter Road respectively.  

Motion by Hammann, seconded by Skinner, to adjourn the meeting at 7:38 p.m.
