MINUTES

1. Call to order.  The meeting was called to order at 6:00 p.m. by Mayor Sandy Decker.
2. Roll call.  Members present:  Mason Braunschweig, Sandy Decker, Bill Hammann, Diane Roberts, Gil Skinner and Jeff Vrstal.  Absent:  Jim Brooks.  Staff present:  Tim Schwecke and Judy Walton.  Members of the public were also present.
3. Approval of agenda.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts to approve the agenda.  Motion approved unanimously.
4. Deferral of minutes.  
A. Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts to defer the reading of the February 4, 2008 minutes until the next regular meeting.  Motion approved unanimously.
5. Citizen appearances other than agenda items listed.  None
6. Action items.
A. Conditional use to establish an auto repair business at 498 Water Street, Tom Davis and Jan Davis applicant on behalf of Paul Buckham (Application 2008-7)
Paul Buckham explained that they are looking to relocate in Evansville from Albany.  He stated the 
business would be a full service auto repair shop but no body work.  Schwecke explained that a 
conditional use is required for this type of business in all districts.  He reviewed his staff report with 
the Commission.  Decker opened the public hearing at 6:11 p.m.  No one spoke.  Decker closed the 
public hearing at 6:12 p.m.  Ventilation and storage of flammable materials were discussed.  

Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts to act on the application (not defer to a later 
date).  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.
Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts to approve the application based on the findings 
as contained in the staff report and the conclusion that the public benefits of the proposed use 
outweigh any and all potential adverse impacts, if any along with two conditions as contained in the 

staff report as well as a third condition that requires the City Building Inspector and Fire Chief to 

make any and all approvals for  this particular business on that spot and an additional contingency 

that the number of customer vehicles will not exceed ten.  Motion approved unanimously.
