MINUTES
1. Call to order.  The meeting was called to order at 6:00 p.m. by Chair Sandy Decker.
2. Roll call.  Members present:  Mason Braunschweig, Jim Brooks, Sandy Decker, John Gishnock, Bill Hammann, Diane Roberts and Gil Skinner.  Others present:  Tim Schwecke, City Planner; Dan Wietecha, City Administrator; Dave Sauer, Foth & Van Dyke; and members of the public.
3. Approval of agenda.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts to approve the agenda.  Motion approved unanimously.
4. Approval of minutes.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Brooks to defer reading of the minutes from the meeting of March 31, 2008 until the next regular meeting.  Motion approved unanimously.
5. Citizen appearances other than agenda items listed.  There were none.
6. Action items
A. Conditional use to establish a fourth principal building at 498 Water Street, Tom Davis and Jan Davis, applicant (Application 2008-14)

i. Applicant presentation.  Tom Davis stated they are proposing to construct a 50’ by 100’ building to be used for cold storage.
ii. Staff report.  Schwecke presented his written report, reviewed the required Plan Commission findings and recommended approval.
iii. Questions by Plan Commission for clarification.  
Asked if there would be any employees occupying this building, Mr. Davis responded no.  
Asked whether warehousing was considered a conditional use in I-1, Schwecke responded that because this is a group development, a conditional use is required.
Asked if cold storage meant refrigeration, Mr. Davis responded no.

Asked if there would be a loading dock, Mr. Davis responded no.
iv. Public hearing.  Decker opened the public hearing at 6:07 p.m.  No one spoke.  Decker closed the public hearing at 6:08 p.m.
v. Discussion by Plan Commission.  There was no further discussion.
vi. Closing comments by applicant.  There were no further comments.
vii. Decision.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts for a roll call vote to act on the application and not defer to a later date.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.
viii. Decision.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts to approve the application with the conditions as contained in the staff report based on the findings as contained in the staff report and the conclusion that the public benefits of the proposed use outweigh any and all potential adverse impacts, if any.  Motion approved unanimously.
B. Site plan for building at 498 Water Street, Tom Davis and Jan Davis, applicant (Application 2008-15).
i. Applicant presentation.  Tom Davis and Dave Sauer explained that the 80’ x 150’ easement for future water detention which is drawn on the northwest corner of the CSM was outdated and they suggested removing that from the CSM.
ii. Staff report.  Schwecke presented his written report.  He stated that a stormwater management plan and an erosion control plan would need the City Engineer’s approval and a revised site plan showing sufficient parking and landscaping would need to be submitted for the City Planner’s approval.  He recommended approval of the site plan with conditions.
iii. Plan Commission discussion.  The Commission discussed the necessity of having striped parking for stalls other than those required for handicap accessibility.  The number of required parking stalls for each building versus the total for the entire parcel was discussed in depth.  
iv. Closing comments by applicant.  There were no further comments.
v. Decision.  Hammann made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig to approve the application with conditions as contained in the staff report and other conditions as may be imposed by the Commission.  Hammann made a motion, seconded by Brooks to amend the main motion by changing the CSM by removing the detention pond easement on the northwest corner.  Amendment approved unanimously.  
Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts to amend the main motion by changing the staff report as follows:
Staff Recommendation:
· #1.  Prior to construction, Prior to issuance of a building permit,

· #2.  Prior to issuance of an occupancy permit, Prior to issuance of a building permit

· #3.  Prior to issuance of an occupancy permit, Prior to issuance of a building permit
· #4.  Prior to issuance of an occupancy permit, Prior to issuance of a building permit
Amendment failed.

Hammann made a motion, seconded by Skinner to amend the main motion by changing the staff report as follows:

Staff Recommendation:
· #1.  Prior to construction, Prior to issuance of a building permit,

· #2.  Prior to issuance of an occupancy permit, Prior to issuance of a building permit

· #3.  Prior to construction, Prior to issuance of a building permit
· #4.  Prior to issuance of an occupancy permit, Prior to issuance of a building permit
Amendment approved unanimously.

Brooks made a motion, seconded by Skinner to amend the main motion by ending Staff Recommendation #3 with: of each of the four buildings to have all the parking spaces striped.

Amendment failed.
Hammann made a motion to amend the main motion to have the parking be site-wide instead of in front of each building.  Considered unnecessary, Hammann withdrew his motion.

Main motion, as amended, approved unanimously.
7. Discussion items.
A. Policy regarding special plan commission meetings.  The Commission discussed the cost of the special meetings and the possibility of scheduling an additional meeting each month during the spring and summer months in lieu of a special meeting.
8. Upcoming meetings.  The next regular meeting date is Monday, May 5, 2008
9. Adjournment.  Hammann made a motion, seconded by Brooks to adjourn at 7:18 p.m.  Motion approved unanimously.
