MINUTES

1. Call to Order.  The meeting was called to order at 6:01 p.m. by Chair Sandy Decker.

3. Approve Agenda.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts, to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion passed unanimously.

A. Celtic Ridge Agreement.  Wietecha reviewed with the Committee the Final Land Divider’s Agreement.  They discussed the individual Articles within the Agreement including the Land, Phases and Development, Public Improvements, Obligation to Pay Costs, Dedication and Acceptance, Issuance of Building Permits and Occupancy Permits, and Default and Remedies.     
B. Flood insurance rate maps.  Schwecke explained that the City received a letter from the DNR which addressed a Letter of Final Determination from FEMA.  New Flood Insurance Rate Maps would be effective 6 months after that letter, meaning the City has until August 19, 2008 to amend our floodplain regulations to conform to the new maps.  Braunschweig and Roberts offered to sponsor an ordinance if needed.

9.  Rock County Smart Growth Plan.  Decker said that there will be an Open House on Thursday, May 29th at 6:00 p.m. at the Rock County Courthouse.  They will have their proposed land use maps and charts available and stated the importance for local involvement.  They are focusing on rural property in the County.  The next regular meeting will be on May 15th at 6:00 p.m. at the Courthouse.  They are continuing work on the land use chapter and beginning economic development.
