MINUTES

1. Call to Order.  The meeting was called to order at 6:03 p.m. by Chair Sandy Decker.  
2. Roll Call.  Members Present:  Mason Braunschweig, Jim Brooks, Sandy Decker, John Gishnock, Diane Roberts and Gil Skinner.  Absent:  Bill Hammann.  Also present: City Administrator Dan Wietecha, City Planner Tim Schwecke, and City Clerk Judy Walton.  Others present:  Richard Woulfe, Jay Killeen, Diane Hoerler, and Jason O’Connor.  
3. Approve Agenda.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Skinner, to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion approved unanimously.

4. Approve Minutes.
A. Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts, to waive the reading of the minutes of the May 5, 2008 regular meeting and to approve them as printed.  Motion approved unanimously.
5. Citizen Appearances.  None.

6. Action Items. 

A.  Petition to correct legal description for annexation, Ordinance 2000-4; Roger Berg with Gene Heiman applicant (Application 2008-13).  Schwecke explained that there were errors in the legal description for property annexed under Ordinance 2000-4.  Decker opened the public hearing at 6:06 p.m.  No one spoke.  Decker closed the public hearing at 6:07 p.m.  Motion by Braunschweig, seconded by Roberts to recommend to Common Council the adoption of Ordinance 2008-5 as drafted, subject to the conditions contained in the staff report.  Motion approved unanimously.
B. Annexation petition, Jim Viaene applicant (Application 2008-17).  Schwecke explained that the property has a failing septic and needs to be hooked up to the city’s sewer.  There will be a 10 foot strip of land on the northern boundary line left in the Town of Union to avoid creating a town island.  He continued by reviewing his staff comments and recommendations.  Decker opened the public hearing at 6:14 p.m.  No one spoke.  Decker closed the public hearing at 6:15 p.m.  Motion by Braunschweig, seconded by Roberts to recommend to Common Council the adoption of Ordinance 2008-7 as drafted, subject to the conditions contained in the staff report.  Motion approved unanimously.
C. Site plan for parking lot for Evansville Auto Auction, Jay Killeen applicant (application 2008-19).  Jay Killeen explained that additional parking is needed to keep customers off Water Street.  The subject property juts off the existing property, to the west.  Schwecke stated that the parking lot will be used intermittently.  Schwecke and the Commission discussed the staff comments and recommendations, including landscaping, signage and the gravel lot.  Motion by Braunschweig, seconded by Brooks to approve the application with conditions as contained in the staff report.  Motion approved unanimously.  
D. Amendment of the zoning code regulations (Chapter 130) relating to telecommunication towers in the Industrial One (I-1) and Industrial Two (I-2) districts.  Schwecke stated that this amendment would allow communication towers as a conditional use in I-1 and I-2.  The Commission discussed the proposed regulations.  Decker opened the public hearing at 6:36 p.m.  No one spoke.  Decker closed the public hearing at 6:37 p.m.  Motion by Braunschweig, seconded by Roberts to recommend to Common Council the adoption of Ordinance 2008-8 as drafted.  Motion approved unanimously. 

7. Discussion Items.
A. Celtic Ridge Agreement.  No update at this time.
B. Flood insurance rate maps.  Schwecke stated that the first reading of the ordinance will be June 10th. He has submitted a copy to the DNR for their review, but has not heard back from them.  He stated the ordinance must be adopted and effective on or before August 19, 2008.  
C. Smart Growth Comprehensive Plan (no action to be taken).  
Schwecke referred the Commission to a table that summarized the proposed changes.  All would change the interim future land use map and the future land use map within the city’s extraterritorial area:
i. Bakers Crossing Estates subdivision, Bob Janes applicant (Application 2008-21).  Current land use is agriculture; proposed land use is rural residential.  Schwecke stated his concerns in regard to rural residential developments. 
ii. Celtic Ridge subdivision, Dysis Group applicant (Application 2008-22).  Current land use is agriculture; proposed land use is walk-able neighborhood.  Schwecke stated that they are looking to annex a strip of land to the north and the west of the development. 

iii. Ed Heurler, applicant (Application 2008-23).  Current land use is agriculture; proposed land use is rural residential.  Jason O’Connor stated they are proposing to survey off 3.1 acres to build a home.  He stated the townships Plan Commission gave them a positive recommendation.  Discussion followed regarding the timeline that needs to be followed to present the applications for approval.  
8. Preliminary Development Presentations.  None.

9.  Rock County Smart Growth Plan.  
A. Wietecha attended the meeting on May 15th and stated that one portion of the meeting was a second presentation on infrastructure and community facilities; the second portion was a presentation of land use focusing on townships; and the third portion was on housing needs.  He provided the County with copies of the smart growth plans for the Town of Union and City of Evansville.  Next meeting is July 1st, 2008 at 6:00 p.m.    
B. Decker stated that there was an open house on Thursday, May 29, 2008.
10. Site Plan Amendments.  None.

11. Community Rating Score (CRS).  Schwecke stated he is waiting on the site visit by FEMA, anticipating that to occur in June or July.
