MINUTES

1. Call to Order.  The meeting was called to order at 6:02 p.m. by Chair Sandy Decker.  

2. Roll Call.  Members Present:  Mason Braunschweig, Jim Brooks, Sandy Decker, John Gishnock, Bill Hammann, Diane Roberts, and Gil Skinner.  Also present: City Administrator, Dan Wietecha; City Planner, Tim Schwecke; City Engineer, Dave Sauer; and City Clerk, Judy Walton.  Several members of the public were also present.
3. Approve Agenda.  Decker stated she had received a request to have Item 7A held until 7:00 p.m. or as the last item on the agenda, whichever came first.  With the requested change, Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts, to approve the agenda.  Motion approved unanimously.

4. Approve Minutes.  Hammann made a motion, seconded by Skinner, to waive the reading of the minutes from the July 3, 2008 regular meeting and to approve them as printed.  Motion approved unanimously.

5. Citizen Appearances other than agenda items listed.  None

6. Action Items. 

A. Extraterritorial land division for one parcel off of N. Evansville-Brooklyn Road, Ed Hoerler applicant (Application 2008-27).  Jason O’Connor explained the site.  Schwecke, O’Connor and the Commission discussed the conditions for approval.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts to recommend to the Common Council the approval of the one-lot land division for Ed Hoerler, provided the conditions listed in the staff report are met.  Motion approved unanimously.
7. Discussion items.
A. Stormwater management plan for Evansville Manor elderly housing project.  (Note: this item discussed after Item 8A)  Cliff Woolever of Evansville Manor introduced the project’s landscaper Kendall Wethal and City Engineer Dave Sauer.  Residents in the area, although supportive of the project, spoke with concerns regarding the water flow and stormwater pond.  Dan Betka, Combs and Associates and Dave Sauer explained in detail the design of the stormwater plan.  Kendall Wethal reviewed the landscaping plan and explained that the stormwater pond will be screened by trees and shrubs.
B. Celtic Ridge Agreement.  Wietecha stated he has met with the developers.  A petition for annexation needs to be received, the utility plans need to be reviewed, but the project is on track.
C. Economic Development Plan.  Wietecha outlined the background, process, strategy, and goals and objectives of the plan.
D. Preparation of proposed future land use maps based on a 50-year planning horizon. Schwecke explained the process and also stated that more land is needed to accommodate the 2025 estimated population.  The Commission discussed the areas that are available for growth and the necessity of adding to the current maps that are based on a 20-25 year planning horizon.
8. Preliminary development presentations. 
A. Rick Francois and Tim Meredith explained the proposed used car sales business.  Hammann stated that the proposed business is in an area that is considered the gateway to the city and the appearance would have to be extremely favorable.  Council discussed the plan for that location and the infrastructure in place to support a different type of business.
9. Update and discussion regarding Rock County’s draft smart growth comprehensive plan. Decker stated the next meeting is August 21st at 6:00 p.m.  They may be approving the draft for the housing component and covering the introduction of the intergovernmental chapter.  October 16th they meet for continuation of the intergovernmental chapter and work on the economic development element. 
10. Site Plan Amendments.  
A. Landscaping plan for Cobblestone Inn (application 2008-26) approved July, 2008.  Schwecke stated they have presented a revised landscape plan.

11. Community Rating Score (CRS).  Wietecha stated he met with the DNR last month discussing information on the scoring system.  The application date is set for October.
12. Redevelopment Authority.  None.

13. Historic Preservation Commission.  None.

14. Evansville-Union Implementation Committee.  Hammann stated they are working to reconcile the maps of the Town of Union and City of Evansville.  Decker suggested that the Committee share the conflicting areas of the two maps with the Plan Commission. 
15. Unified Land Development Code (ULDC) Advisory Committee.  Next meeting August 21st regarding land use.
16. Common Council Actions.  Schwecke directed the Commission to his memo which outlined recent decisions.
17. Board of Appeals.  None.

20. Adjournment.  Hammann made a motion, seconded by Skinner, to adjourn at 7:45 p.m.  Motion approved unanimously.
