MINUTES
1. Call to Order.  The meeting was called to order at 6:02 p.m. by Chair Sandy Decker.  There was a moment of silence for Art Phillips who passed away unexpectedly on September 30th.
2. Roll Call.  Members Present:  Mason Braunschweig, Sandy Decker, John Gishnock, Bill Hammann, Diane Roberts, and Gil Skinner.  Member Absent:  Jim Brooks.  Others Present: City Administrator, Dan Wietecha; City Planner, Tim Schwecke; and City Clerk, Judy Walton.  Members of the public were also present.

3. Approval of agenda.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts to approve the agenda.  Motion approved unanimously.
4. Approval of minutes.  
A. Hammann made a motion, seconded by Skinner to waive the reading of the minutes from the September 2, 2008 regular meeting and approve them as printed.  Motion approved unanimously.
5. Citizen appearances other than agenda items listed.  None
6. Discussion items.
A. Update on development agreement for Celtic Ridge subdivision.  Wietecha stated the project is moving forward.  There are engineering questions that need to be answered and language added to the agreement regarding infrastructure.
7. Action items.
A. Zoning code map amendment for property at 504 E. Main Street, Kim and Becky Heimerl applicant (Application 2008-32).  Kim Heimerl, applicant, explained the zoning change would give them more options for the property and make it more attractive to sell.  Schwecke reviewed his staff report, outlining the criteria the Commission needed to consider in order to reach their decision.  Discussion included the history of the property and the uses allowed in the current zoning (B-1) versus the proposed zoning (B-3).  Decker opened the public hearing at 6:24 p.m.  Tony Wyss asked if a conditional use permit would accomplish the same results as rezoning, to which Schwecke replied no.  Decker closed the public hearing at 6:26 p.m.  The Heimerl’s stated the zoning change could result in a new business to occupy the now vacant building.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts to recommend to Common Council the adoption of Ordinance 2008-18 as drafted based on the findings contained in the staff report and on the conclusion that the public benefits of the proposed zoning classification outweigh any and all potential adverse impacts, if any.  Motion approved 4-2 on a roll call vote with Gishnock and Hammann opposing.
8. Preliminary development presentations
A. Greg Helgesen stated that he has closed his dealership at a previous location and would like to open a used car lot on East Church Street between Maple Street and Enterprise Street.  Schwecke reviewed the steps the applicant needed to take to move forward, including amending the future land use map, rezoning the property, obtaining a conditional use permit and submitting a site plan.
9. Update and discussion regarding Rock County’s draft smart growth comprehensive plan.  Decker stated there was no September meeting.  The next meeting is scheduled for October 16th which will include the Housing Chapter and Draft of Intergovernmental & Economic Chapter.
10. Update on administrative review of site plan amendments.  None 
11. Update on submittal of CRS (Community Rating System) application.  None
12. Report of the Evansville Redevelopment Authority.  None
13. Report of the Evansville Historic Preservation Commission.  Decker informed the Commission of a resolution going before Council regarding the Certified Local Government Subgrant from the Wisconsin Historical Society. 
14. Report of the Evansville-Union Implementation Committee.  Hammann stated they have reviewed 4 types of agreements between different municipalities and are looking to the Commission for direction.
15. Report of Unified Land Development Code (ULDC) Advisory Committee. 
A. Recommendation to suspend meetings until January.  Hammann stated that with the City Planner leaving at year end it might be best to reconvene with the new City Planner.  The Commission agreed it was appropriate to suspend the meetings.
16. Update on Common Council actions relating to Plan Commission recommendations.  Schwecke directed the Commission to his memo listing the recent decisions.
