MINUTES
1. Call to Order.  The meeting was called to order at 6:00 p.m. by Chair Sandy Decker. 
2. Roll Call.  Members Present:  Mason Braunschweig, Jim Brooks, Sandy Decker, John Gishnock, Bill Hammann, Diane Roberts, and Gil Skinner.  Others Present: City Administrator, Dan Wietecha; City Planner, Tim Schwecke and Bob Janes.
3. Approval of agenda.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Brooks to combine Items 14 and 6B and approve the agenda.  Motion approved unanimously.
4.  Approval of minutes.   Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts to waive the reading of the minutes from the October 6, 2008 regular meeting and approve them as printed.  Motion approved unanimously. 

5. Citizen appearances other than agenda items listed.  None

6. Action Items
A. Plan Commission-initiated comprehensive plan amendment (Application 2008-35, Helgesen Property).  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts to approve Plan Commission Resolution 2008-4, recommending to Common Council the amendment of the interim future land use map and future land use map.  Wietecha stated that the amendment would affect a larger area than just the Helgesen property.  Schwecke reviewed the area and current zoning.  Motion approved unanimously.
B. Review of alternative methods of intergovernmental cooperation with the Town of Union with possible recommendation to Evansville-Union Implementation Committee.  Wietecha summarized the various Intergovernmental Agreements.  Hammann led the discussion on working with the Town of Union on a possible agreement.

Hammann reported that the Evansville-Union Implementation Committee has reviewed the possible sewer service maps on the northeast side of the City.  They are beginning to combine the future land use maps of the City and Town of Union to identify differences.  
C. Decker made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig to recommend to Common Council approval of Community Acknowledgement Form for Letter of Map Revision based on Fill (LOMR-F) at 405 Water Street (former Gibbs Concrete building).  Wietecha and the Commission discussed the history of the property and the purpose of the Acknowledgement Form.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Skinner to amend the motion by adding subject to City Administrator approval.  Amendment approved unanimously.  Main motion, as amended, approved unanimously. 
7. Discussion items.
A. Update on development agreement for Celtic Ridge subdivision.  Wietecha stated the agreement is expected to go to Council next week and the annexation in December.

9. Update and discussion regarding Rock County’s draft smart growth comprehensive plan.  Decker stated that at the October 16th meeting they approved the draft Housing Element.  Copies of all the chapters that have been approved by the Advisory Committee are on the County’s website.  They presented the First Draft of the Economic Development and Intergovernmental Elements and those chapters are expected to be approved at their next meeting on November 20th.  December 18th is intended to be their last meeting covering the Implementation Chapter.
