MINUTES
1. Call to Order.  The meeting was called to order at 6:00 p.m. by Chair Sandy Decker. 
2. Roll Call.  Members Present:  Mason Braunschweig, Jim Brooks, Sandy Decker, John Gishnock, Diane Roberts, and Gil Skinner.  Bill Hammann arrived late.  Others Present: City Administrator, Dan Wietecha; City Planner, Tim Schwecke and members of the public.

3. Approval of agenda.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts to remove Item 8A and approve the agenda.  Motion approved unanimously.

4.  Approval of minutes.   Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Brooks to waive the reading of the minutes from the November 3, 2008 regular meeting and approve them as printed.  Motion approved unanimously. 

5. Citizen appearances other than agenda items listed.  None

6. Action items. 
A. Conditional use to establish a used car lot at 504 E. Main Street, Tim Meredith and Rick Francois, applicant (Application 2008-37).  Tim Meredith stated they would be starting with about 15 late model used cars.  Schwecke reviewed the required findings in his written report.  Decker opened the public hearing at 6:04 p.m.  Becky Heimerl encouraged the Commission to welcome a new business to Evansville.  Decker closed the public hearing at 6:05 p.m.  Braunschweig confirmed with Schwecke that the required notices were mailed.  He stated an empty business on Main Street has an adverse impact on the city and it is in the best interest to not let it sit idle.  Rick Francois stated that the business will be a clean operation.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Skinner to vote to act on the application and not defer to a later date.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts to approve the application with the conditions as contained in the staff report based on the findings as contained in the staff report and the conclusion that the public benefits of the proposed use outweigh any and all potential adverse impacts.  Motion approved unanimously.
B. Site plan for a used car lot at 504 E. Main Street, Tim Meredith and Rick Francois, applicant (Application 2008-38).  Tim Meredith explained the site plan, including the existing fencing, landscaping and lighting.  Schwecke reviewed his staff comments and recommendations, stating that the proposed site plan meets the development standards.  Decker stated a sign permit would be needed for any sign.  The Commission discussed further the landscaping requirements and the adjoining property to the north.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts to approve the application with conditions as contained in the staff report.  Motion approved unanimously.
7. Discussion items.
A. Update on development agreement for Celtic Ridge subdivision.  Wietecha stated the agreement is ready for signatures.
B. Park and Recreation Board considering advertisement signs in outfield.  Wietecha directed the Commission to his memo outlining comments from the Park Board.  They discussed the pros and cons of allowing the signs.
8. Preliminary development presentations.
A. Laurel Shelhamer regarding future land use map designation for property at 336 S. First Street.  Previously removed from agenda.
9. Update and discussion regarding Rock County’s draft smart growth comprehensive plan.  

A. Decker stated that at the November 20th meeting the Advisory Committee approved the Economic Development Chapter, the Intergovernmental Chapter and the meeting date of December 18th has been changed to January 15th, which should be the final meeting for the Advisory Committee.  The plan, presented as an ordinance, could be adopted at the March, 2009 Rock County Board Meeting.
