Meeting was convened by Sandy Decker at 6:35 p.m.  Decker welcomed attendees.  Participants introduced themselves, their position, and what they hoped to gain from the meeting.
Doug Zweizig outlined the purpose of the program, encouraging questions throughout the program. 
Steve Schraufnagel, Acting Director of Rock County Planning and Development Agency, explained briefly the five service areas of the County agency:  strategic and comprehensive planning; development review, land divisions and enforcement; economic development; housing and community development; and administrative, engineering and geospatial support services.  He explained that the Agency reports to the Rock County Planning and Development Committee which consists of five County Board Supervisors.
County Zoning Administrator Colin Byrnes presented an overview of the land division process within Rock County.  County Planner Wade Thompson presented a summary of the Rock County Comprehensive Plan process.  The proposed Plan will be presented to the Rock County Board of Supervisors for possible adoption on September 10, 2009.

There was discussion about road jurisdiction within the County.  There was discussion of sliding scale zoning information that was distributed by Rock County Planning. 
The Evansville-Union Implementation Committee reported on their efforts to combine the City and Town zoning maps to identify areas of inconsistency, along with their recommendations for resolving the inconsistencies. The Implementation Committee will work with the consulting engineer to correct errors on the joint zoning map.  The corrected joint map and the recommendations will be forwarded to both Plan Commissions.

Following discussion, it was determined that each Plan Commission would study and discuss the joint map and Implementation Committee recommendations.  A joint City and Town Plan Commission meeting would then be scheduled and would include a public hearing.

Each Plan Commission will discuss timing and possible topics for future joint educational programs.  The Implementation Committee suggested boundary agreements and transportation as possible topics.
