MINUTES
1. Call to Order.  The meeting was called to order at 6:00 p.m. by Chair Mayor Sandy Decker. 
2. Roll Call.  Members present:  Mason Braunschweig, Jim Brooks Sandy Decker, John Gishnock, Bill Hammann and Diane Roberts.  Members absent:  Carol Endres.  Others Present: City Administrator Dan Wietecha, City Planner John Stockham, Ken Wahlin of Stoughton Trailers and Ron Combs of Combs & Associates.

3. Approval of agenda.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts to approve the agenda as printed.  Motion approved unanimously.
4. Approval of minutes.
A. Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Brooks to waive the reading of the minutes from the September 1, 2009 regular meeting and approve them as printed.  Motion approved unanimously.
5. Citizen appearances other than agenda items listed.  None
6. Public Hearings.
A. Preliminary Land Division Application – STI Holdings, Inc. (Stoughton Trailer).  Stockham stated the certified survey map is being recommended for approval with 5 conditions.  He suggested that condition #4 be modified to include language that clarifies that any future rezoning or site plan approvals could affect the requirements for berming and landscaping.  Ken Wahlin of Stoughton Trailers stated that dividing the property could possibly help sell it.  There is more parking than needed and the division allows for a lower price on the building.  Decker opened the public hearing at 6:04 p.m.  No one spoke.  Decker closed the public hearing at 6:05 p.m.  The Commission discussed the conditions suggested for approval, stormwater easements, lot access and roundabouts.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts to approve the preliminary land division of the STI Holdings, Inc. parcel subject to the conditions as contained within the staff report and with the modification of condition #4 Retention of existing berming and landscaping along East Main Street and CTH M until approval of future site plan.  Motion approved unanimously.
B. Progress in Implementing Smart Growth Plan.  The Commission reviewed and updated the elements of the Land Use, Housing and Intergovernmental Cooperation Goals.
7. Report on other permitting activity by City Planner.  Stockham stated he has discussed preliminary ideas that a couple different property owners have contacted him with.
8. Comprehensive Plan Implementation Review.  (Discussed under 6B)
9. Report on the Unified Land Development Code Committee.  Stockham stated the next meeting is on October 29th.
10. Report of the Evansville Historic Preservation Commission.  None
11. Report of the Evansville-Union Implementation Committee.  Hammann stated that at their last meeting they completed the map.  After the changes are made to the map and they are reviewed for accuracy, it will be presented to the Plan Commissions possibly next month.  Each Commission will look at the map separately and then there will be a joint meeting.
