MINUTES
1. Call to Order.  The meeting was called to order at 6:00 p.m. by Chair Mayor Sandy Decker. 
2. Roll Call.  Members present:  Mason Braunschweig, Jim Brooks, Sandy Decker, Carol Endres, John Gishnock, Bill Hammann and Diane Roberts.  Others Present: City Administrator Dan Wietecha, City Clerk Judy Walton, City Planner John Stockham, Evansville Lego Lords Team Members, and members of the public.

3. Approval of agenda.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Brooks to move Item #5 to follow Item #3 and approve the agenda.  Motion approved unanimously.
4. Approval of minutes.
A. Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts to waive the reading of the minutes from October 6, 2009 regular meeting and approve them as printed.  Motion approved unanimously.
5. “Lego Lords” student presentation on transportation by the Robotics Club.  Team #1 spoke about the amount of people traveling between Evansville and Madison, vehicle versus deer collisions, alternate transportation and environmentally friendly fuel sources.  Team #2 spoke about the importance of safety gear for motorcyclists, comparing injuries received from a protected driver versus unprotected driver.
6. Citizen appearances other than agenda items listed.  None
7. Action Items.
A. Site Plan Review – Allen Creek Gallery, 137 E. Main Street.  Stockham stated the construction of the deck on the creek side of the building requires a site plan review.  The Commission discussed erosion control and inspection requirements.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Hammann to approve the waiver of certain submittal requirements as recommended by City staff and approve the site plan as submitted and dated October 29, 2009, subject to City Engineer’s approval, and any future outbuildings to be approved by the Plan Commission.  Decker amended the motion, seconded by Hammann as follows: to approve the waiver of certain submittal requirements as recommended by City staff and approval of the primary building on the site plan and dated October 29, 2009, subject to City Engineer approval.  Motion, as amended, approved unanimously.
B. Discussion – Property Maintenance, sample regulations.  Decker directed the Commission to the samples from the Village of Waunakee and City of Whitewater.  Hammann stated the need for the regulations is based on citizen requests.  He added that the ordinance should be based on the safety aspect.  The Unified Land Development Code Committee will be reviewing the details.  Gishnock suggested drafting a base ordinance and then micro-dissect it.
8. Report on other permitting activity by City Planner.  Stockham stated that Karate America is considering moving into the old LiteWire location.  He added that he is looking into the addition of a business directory sign.
9. Report on the Unified Land Development Code Committee

A. Stockham stated the recommendation for amendment of Chapter 48 of the Municipal Code regarding Erosion Control was mainly housekeeping.
B. Stockham stated the recommendation for amendment of Chapter 130, Division 8, of the Municipal Code regarding Site Plan Review and Approval included clarifying when a site plan review is needed.

11. Report of the Evansville-Union Implementation Committee.  Hammann stated the map is still in draft form.  He added that Alderperson Ringhand is working hard to get it finalized.

14. Enforcement Report.  The Commission requested enforcement of illegally parked vehicles.
