MINUTES
1. Call to Order.  The meeting was called to order at 6:00 p.m. by Chair Mayor Sandy Decker. 
2. Roll Call.  Members present:  Mason Braunschweig, Sandy Decker, Matt Eaton, John Gishnock, Bill Hammann, and Diane Roberts.  Members absent:  Carol Endres.  Others present: City Administrator Dan Wietecha, City Clerk Judy Walton, City Planner John Stockham, and members of the public.
3. Approval of agenda.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts to approve the agenda.  Motion approved 6-0.
4. Approval of minutes.
A. Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts to waive the reading of the minutes from the June 1, 2010 regular meeting and approve them as printed.  Motion approved 6-0.
5. Citizen appearances other than agenda items listed.  Decker informed those in attendance that she received requests to allow public comments regarding the Senior/Community Center Site Plan agenda item.  This item did not require a public hearing.  She stated she would exercise her discretion and allow public comments at this time.  Ry Thompson, 104 Garfield Ave, Evansville, stated his concerns with the stormwater management plan for the Creekside Place site and suggested rooftop solar panels for on-site energy production.  Gishnock read into the record an email he received from Karl Korfmacher.  Decker asked if there were any other public comments, restating that this would be the only time for such comments.  There were no additional comments.  
6. New Business.  No new development applications.
7. Old Business 
A. Senior / Community Center Site Plan.  Stockham presented his staff report and power point presentation of the site plan.  He noted that approvals of a certified survey map, conditional use permit, and other permits are required.  Dave VanDerHaegen, Executive Director of Creekside Place, explained some of the uses being planned that will capture all age groups and a variety of activities.  At the request of Hammann, Dean Schulz of Excel Engineering reviewed the plans for the stormwater run-off.  Mr. Schulz stated that alternative plans, including rain gardens, had been discussed but additional funds would have been needed for the initial cost and continued maintenance costs.  He added that this site plan already improves the current run-off.  Decker presented two questions on behalf of Carol Endres; 1) whether the property was in the historic district – which it is not and 2) if the site plan would interfere with plans for a bike trail along the creek – which it would not.  The Commission continued reviewing the plans including the landscaping.  Gishnock suggested changes to the staff recommendations regarding the planned tree types and their proposed locations.  He expressed his concern regarding the stormwater management plan.  Braunschweig pointed out that the site plan complies with all city ordinances and the concerns being raised regarding stormwater, erosion control and landscaping are all items that were addressed recently when those ordinances were updated.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts to approve the site plan dated August 30, 2010 and the associated parking exception recommended by staff, subject to the conditions as listed in the staff report.  Hammann made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig to amend the motion to add approval of a revised Landscape Plan by the City Planner, based on Plan Commission recommendations.  Amendment approved 6-0.  Gishnock made a motion, seconded by Roberts, to amend the motion to add to the conditions to revisit the stormwater management plan to attempt to manage, if not all, a portion of the stormwater onsite using any number of the approved BMP’s published by the DNR.  After discussion, Gishnock made a motion to amend the amendment to approve conditions that would allow for amendments to the stormwater management plan to accompany 60% of the stormwater to be managed onsite using DNR approved Best Management Practices.  Amendment to the amendment failed for lack of a second.  Gishnock withdrew his original amendment.  Gishnock made a motion, seconded by Hammann to ask the City Engineer to review the stormwater management plan to bring back recommendations to the Plan Commission for BMP solutions that can help manage stormwater onsite.  Motion failed 5-1 on a roll call vote with Gishnock voting aye.  Braunschweig called the question.  Calling of the question approved 6-0.  Main motion, with approved amendment, approved 6-0.
B. Update on Comprehensive Plan Amendment.  Stockham stated he will be presenting a draft amendment at the October meeting.
