MINUTES
1. Call to Order.  The meeting was called to order at 6:00 p.m. by Chair Mayor Sandy Decker. 
2. Roll Call.  Members present:  Mason Braunschweig, Sandy Decker, Matt Eaton, Carol Endres, John Gishnock, Bill Hammann, and Diane Roberts.  Others present: City Administrator Dan Wietecha, City Clerk Judy Walton, City Planner John Stockham, and members of the public.
3. Approval of agenda.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts to approve the agenda.  Motion approved 7-0.
4. Approval of minutes.
A. Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts to waive the reading of the minutes from September 7, 2010 regular meeting and approve them as printed.  Motion approved 7-0.
5. Citizen appearances other than agenda items listed.  None
6. New Business.  No new development applications.
A. Conditional Use Permit – Creekside Place.  Stockham reviewed his staff report and power point presentation pointing out that the applicant has made improvements to both the landscaping plan and the erosion control plan.  Decker opened the public hearing at 6:06 p.m.  Gordy Andrew, 13430 W County Road A, Evansville, expressed his pride in the project.  There being no further public comments, Decker closed the public hearing at 6:07 p.m.  At the request of Hammann, Dean Schulz of Excel Engineering explained the site plan improvements made which includes 99% of the runoff from the impervious surface draining to the swale.  The swale has also been improved to slow the flow of the stormwater.  Gishnock stated he was happy to see the improvements.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts to find that the proposed application meets the criteria set forth in Sections 130-104(3)(f) and 100-71 of the Municipal Code, as described in the staff report, and  approves the Conditional Use Permit for Creekside Place based on the revised plans dated September 17, 2010 and subject to the conditions as listed in the staff report.  Motion approved 7-0.

B. Preliminary and Final Land Division Applications.  Stockham stated City Code allows concurrent preliminary and final land division applications.  Decker opened the public hearing at 6:21 p.m.  Bob Janes, 8739 N Territorial Road, Evansville, asked if this application conflicted with the moratorium on land divisions that was adopted by Council.  The Commission explained that the moratorium was for subdivisions (5 parcels or more) and noted that this application is actually consolidating parcels.  There being no further public comment, Decker closed the public hearing at 6:22 p.m.  The Commission reviewed the proposed certified survey map.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts to approve the preliminary and final land division applications for Creekside Place.  Motion approved 7-0.  
7. Old Business.
A. Discuss Long Term City Growth Boundary as part of a proposed amendment of the Comprehensive Plan.  Stockham reviewed the current land use map and future land use map.  He pointed out concerns which include the size of the expansion area, the direction of growth and the amount of new commercial development.  He reviewed the long-range growth boundary maps.  He recommended preparing a phasing plan, develop platting policies, review the final comprehensive plan implementation status and adopt the final comprehensive plan.

The Commission and those in attendance discussed the area serviceable by the sewer system, lift stations, rural residential development, and the possibility of a by-pass around Evansville.
8. Report on other permitting activity by City Planner.  No major permits.
9. Report on the Unified Land Development Code Committee.  Hammann stated they met last week and reviewed landscaping and parking items.
10. Report of the Evansville Historic Preservation Commission.  Decker stated public meetings will be scheduled in about 6 weeks for the new historic districts.
11. Report of the Evansville-Union Implementation Committee.  None
12. Report on Common Council actions relating to Plan Commission recommendations.  None
13. Report on Board of Appeals actions relating to zoning matters.  None
