1. Call to Order.  The meeting was called to order at 6:00 p.m. by Chair Mayor Sandy Decker.

3. Approval of agenda.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts to approve the agenda.  Motion approved 6-0.

A. Discuss Peripheral Growth Areas and ETJ Policies as part of a proposed amendment of the Comprehensive Plan. Discussion continued regarding potential policies for land divisions within the peripheral growth area and for land divisions in the extraterritorial jurisdiction but outside the peripheral growth area.

9. Public comment period on Wisconsin Rail Plan.  Decker stated Wisconsin Rail Plan 2030 has been drafted and is in the public comment period until November 15th.
