MINUTES
1. Call to Order.  The meeting was called to order at 6:04 p.m. by Chair Mayor Sandy Decker. 
2. Roll Call.  Members present:  Mason Braunschweig, Sandy Decker, Matt Eaton, Carol Endres, John Gishnock, and Bill Hammann.  Diane Roberts was absent.  Others present: City Administrator Dan Wietecha, City Planner John Stockham, City Clerk Judy Walton and a large number of attendees.
3. Approval of agenda.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Endres to approve the agenda as printed.  Motion approved 6-0.
4. Approval of minutes.

A. Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Eaton, to waive the reading of the minutes from the February 7, 2011 regular meeting and approve them as printed.  Motion approved 6-0.

5. Citizen appearances other than agenda items listed.  None
6. New Business.
A. Conditional Use Permit – Ideal Auto LLC.  Stockham reviewed his staff report and power point presentation.  Jim Bleifuhs, applicant, explained his background in the used car business.  Decker opened the public hearing at 6:08 p.m.  There were no public comments.  Decker closed the public hearing at 6:10 p.m.  Braunschweig asked for and received confirmation from the applicants that they were agreeable to the conditions outlined in the staff report.  Endres asked about the amount of time any one vehicle would be kept on-site and the applicant responded that they would be rotated so they anticipate no more than 7 days.  Hammann stated that he believed this was an appropriate site for Ideal Auto’s location for a conditional use permit.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Hammann, to approve the issuance of a conditional use permit subject to the conditions as contained in the staff report and making the findings that the proposed use is consistent with the required findings and criteria for issuance of a conditional use permit set forth in Section 130-104(3) of the Zoning Ordinance and stated in the staff report.  Motion approved 6-0.
Note:  At 6:15 p.m. Kim Gruebling, 13396 West Forest Hollow Lane, Evansville, requested that it be noted in the minutes that there were approximately 100 people at the doorway waiting to attend the meeting.
B. Final Land Division – Park Place Townhomes, Porter Road.  Stockham gave a brief overview, noting that there were no changes since the Commission approved the Preliminary Land Division.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Endres to recommend to Common Council approval of the final land division application to create two duplex lots in the undeveloped portion of the Park Place Townhomes PUD.  Motion approved 6-0.
C. Site Plan Review – Varco Pruden Addition.  Stockham provided a description of the applicant’s request.  Jim Bandt of Bandt Engineering, representing the applicant, stated they wish to relocate some of the offices and they would be adding some extra appeal to the building with the façade.    Hammann asked for clarification on the distance from Allen Creek and Stockham displayed the map and explained that the addition would be on the south side of the building away from the creek and would be constructed on an already concrete area.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Hammann, to approve waiver of certain submittal requirements, as recommended by city staff, and approval of the site plan for the building addition, subject to submittal of an erosion control plan as part of the building permit application.  Motion approved 6-0.
D. Site Plan Review – Piggly-Wiggly Addition.  Stockham presented his staff report, noting that the expansion was identified on the site plan as originally approved.  Jim Kopecky, applicant, stated the addition would be 7,200 square feet per the original plan.  In response to questions from Hammann and Gishnock, Mr. Kopecky confirmed that no structures would be removed and the stormwater would continue to be managed with the catch basins in the parking lot.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Endres, to approve waiver of certain submittal requirements, as recommended by city staff, and approval of the site plan for the building addition, subject to submittal of an erosion control plan as part of the building permit application.  Motion approved 6-0.
E. Zoning Ordinance Amendment – Sign Regulations.  Stockham explained that this amendment would allow commercial signs in the city parks subject to Park Board recommendation and City Council approval.  The amendment has been recommended by the Unified Land Development Code Committee.  Decker opened the public hearing at 6:26 p.m.  There were no public comments.  Decker closed the public hearing at 6:27 p.m.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Hammann to recommend to the Common Council amendment of the Sections 130-1274 and 130-1279 of the Zoning Ordinance as proposed by staff and dated February 10, 2011 and adding the word in at sub (b) sub (14) between located and public.  Motion approved 6-0.
7. Old Business.
A. Comprehensive Plan Amendment.  Stockham presented several background facts including population projections, growth in single family homes, vacant platted lots, and limitations in growth directions.  He displayed and explained a variety of maps.  He summarized reasons for the city to have an expansion policy and plan; the city is expected to grow, development on public utilities is more efficient and less expensive in the long-term, denser development (allowed on public services) consumes less farm land and is more environmentally efficient, and there is a large inventory of land in the town available for rural residential development.
He reviewed the next steps; the Plan Commission will hold a public hearing and approve a resolution recommending Council adoption.  The Council will hold a public hearing and if the ordinance is adopted the notifications and publications required by state statute would be completed.

Decker opened the public hearing at 6:56 p.m.  Braunschweig stated that based upon the vast amount of people present, and a reasonable request, he moved to have the public hearing adjourned and the matter tabled for a larger venue to a time to be determined and having it properly noticed.  Hammann seconded and the motion was approved 6-0.
B. Land Division Ordinance Amendment.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Hammann, to table Item 7B.  Motion approved 6-0.
8. Report on other permitting activity by City Planner.  Stockham stated there has been some new development activity this month with a bit more coming forward.
9. Report by City Administrator.
A. Wietecha stated that John Stockham will be retiring in the next couple of months and a Request For Proposals (RFP) for Planning Services will be presented to the Finance & Labor Relations Committee this week.  He added that it has been a pleasure working with John.  Stockham stated that his official end date is July 1st.
B. Wietecha stated there is a special joint meeting of the Common Council and Town of Union Board on Thursday, April 7.

10. Report on the Unified Land Development Code Committee.  Stockham stated they met last week and recommended approval of the sign ordinance, reviewed and recommended changes to the land division ordinance and they discussed the landscape point system.
11. Report of the Evansville Historic Preservation Commission.  None
12. Report of the Evansville-Union Implementation Committee.  Eric Larsen asked about the direction of the committee.  Decker stated that it would probably be discussed at the April 7th meeting.
13. Report on Common Council actions relating to Plan Commission recommendations.  None
14. Report on Board of Appeals actions relating to zoning matters.  None
15. Enforcement Report.  None
16. Next regular meeting date.  Monday, May 2, 2011.  Decker added that there would possibly be a meeting prior to that.
17. Adjournment.  Hammann made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig to adjourn at 7:10 p.m.  Motion approved 6-0.
