MINUTES
1. Call to Order.  The meeting was called to order at 6:00 p.m. by Chair Mayor Sandy Decker.

2. Roll Call.  Members present: Mason Braunschweig, Jim Brooks, Sandy Decker, Matt Eaton, Carol Endres, John Gishnock, and Bill Hammann.  Others present: City Administrator Dan Wietecha, City Clerk Judy Walton, City Planner Ben Zellers, Roger Berg, Paul Brunsell, and John Morning.

3. Approval of agenda.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Brooks to approve the agenda.  Motion approved 7-0.
4. Approval of minutes.
A. Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Brooks to waive the reading of the minutes from  September 6, 2011 regular meeting and approve them with the following corrections:

Agenda Item 6C, paragraph 4 - deleting existing and inserting exiting
Agenda Item 6C, paragraph 15 – deleting Zeller’s and inserting Zellers

Motion approved 7-0.
5. Citizen appearances other than agenda items listed.  None
6. New Business.
A. Plan Commission Orientation Checklist.  Wietecha asked if there was information that staff could provide to the Plan Commission members that they felt would be helpful to them in their position.
It was suggested to provide members with a copy of the comprehensive plan and the zoning ordinance, to receive training on specific items such as TIF Districts and land use regulations, and to have an outline of the role of the Plan Commission members.
B. Discussion and possible motion regarding proposed amendment of development agreement for Capstone Ridge.  Wietecha explained that bituminous paving needs to be done to a section of Noahs Arc Court before winter.  By amending the current development agreement, the work could be completed and financed by the city, and repayment would be made as the last couple of lots were sold.

There was no action taken, but this item will be presented to the Common Council for consideration.
7. Old Business.
A. Land Division – Ace Hardware CSM. 
Zellers explained that there has been one change to the certified survey map included in his staff report which moved the dividing line between Lot 1 and Lot 2 to the midpoint of the southerly lot line of Outlot 1.   Also in his report were copies of the agreement to convey property (Outlot 1), drainage easement maintenance agreement, and a memo from the City Attorney’s office with recommendations regarding those documents. 
It was noted that Lot 2 was not part of this drainage system.
Hammann made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig to remove from the table the motion to recommend preliminary and final approval of the CSM to the City Council, subject to Outlot 1 being redrawn as discussed in the staff memo dated July 27, 2011.  Motion approved 7-0.
Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Hammann to withdraw the motion to recommend preliminary and final approval of the CSM to the City Council, subject to Outlot 1 being redrawn as discussed in the staff memo dated July 27, 2011.  Motion approved 7-0.

Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Hammann to recommend preliminary and final approval of the CSM and accompanying agreements to the City Council, subject to resolution of the items mentioned in the City Attorney’s memo of September 26, 2011, striking the recommendations in regard to Lot 2, to the Attorney’s satisfaction.  The Commission finds that the CSM:
· Complies with the conditions under sec. 110-102(g) of City of Evansville ordinances;
· The proposed land division is in the public interest and the effects on local services, the natural environment, wildlife and wildlife habitat, and public health would be minimal or non-existent, given that the proposed CSM merely reflects existing on-the-ground conditions.

Motion approved 7-0.
8. Report on other permitting activity by City Planner.  Zellers reported that there may be an extraterritorial review item on the next meeting agenda.
9. Report on the Unified Land Development Code Committee.  No report.

Wietecha informed the Plan Commission that the Council voted to issue a request for proposals for City Engineering Services.
