MINUTES

1. Call to Order.  The meeting was called to order at 6:00 pm by Chair Mayor Sandy Decker.

2. Roll Call.  Members present: Jim Brooks, Bill Hammann, Carol Endres, Mason Braunschweig, Matt Eaton, and Sandy Decker.  Absent: John Gishnock.  Others present: City Planner Ben Zellers and City Administrator Dan Wietecha.

3. Approval of Agenda.  Brooks made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig, to approve the agenda.  Motion approved unanimously.

4. Approval of Minutes.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Brooks, to waive the reading of the minutes from the October 3, 2011, regular meeting and to approve them as printed.  Motion approved unanimously.

5. Citizen Appearances.  None.

6. New Business.

a. Sign Regulations.  Zellers indicated that he had recently seen several instances that the sign regulations may be confusing, inconsistent, or restrictive.  The Unified Land Code Advisory Committee will be discussing the sign regulations later this month, and he would appreciate any direction or input from the Plan Commission.  The Commission noted that several years ago the regulations had been updated lots of discussion and input from the public; any proposed changes now may make implementation easier but should not be a wholesale rewrite.  It was suggested to get input from Jeff Vrstal who used to be on the Commission and had been very involved in the prior updates.
b. Extraterritorial Land Division.  Zellers presented a proposed certified survey map to split a home from the agricultural property at 7409 North Tolles Road, parcel #6-16-245.1.  The property is within the city’s extraterritorial jurisdiction but outside the future utility service area.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Hammann, to approve the application for a CSM for parcel #6-16-245.1 in the City’s extraterritorial review area subject to the conditions recommended by the Rock County Planning Department in its memo dated September 28, 2011.  Motion approved unanimously.
c. PACE Program.  Wietecha said that a Rock County Purchase of Agricultural Conservation Easements application had been received this afternoon without time to have it on the Commission’s agenda.  The application has a ten day comment period.  The Commission noted its displeasure that application had not been received with time to consider it but agreed that it should be on the Common Council agenda next week.

9. Historic Preservation Committee.  The pad was poured today to relocate the Antes Cabin to increase its visibility in Leonard Leota Park.  Repairs of creek walls are progressing.
