MINUTES
1. Call to Order.  The meeting was called to order at 6:02 p.m. by Chair Mayor Sandy Decker.

2. Roll Call.  Members present: Mason Braunschweig, Jim Brooks, Sandy Decker, Matt Eaton, John Gishnock, and Bill Hammann (arrived at 6:09 p.m.).  Carol Endres was absent.  Others present: City Clerk Judy Walton, City Planner Ben Zellers, and City Administrator Dan Wietecha (arrived at 6:15 p.m.).

3. Approval of agenda.  Brooks made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig to approve the agenda.  Motion approved 5-0.
4. Approval of minutes.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Eaton to waive the reading of the minutes from July 2, 2012 regular meeting and approve them as printed.  Motion approved 5-0.
5. Citizen appearances other than agenda items listed.  None
6. New Business.
a. Potential City Ordinance Edits.  The Commission reviewed the ordinance edits to Sections 130-6 (definitions), 130-674 (annexation), 130-944 (requirements for all uses LL-R12), 130-964 (requirements for all uses LL-R15), 130-984 (requirements for all uses R-1), 130-1004 (requirements for all uses R-2), 130-1024 (requirements for all uses R-3), 130-1302 (parking requirements, specifically (f)handicapped parking), and Chapter 16 (annexation).  
Hammann made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig to set a public hearing for Monday, October 1, 2012, for the parking, and the requirements for all uses ordinance changes.  Motion approved 6-0.
7. Report on other permitting activity by City Planner.  M&I Bank will be installing a sign with their new name, BMO.
8. Report on the Unified Land Development Code Committee.  Zellers updated the Commission on the progress made on updates to the Sign Code.  
Due to the unavailability of money in the 2012 ULDCC budget, the next meeting will be in January, 2013.
9. Report of the Evansville Historic Preservation Commission.  Decker reported that St. John’s Lutheran Church has been placed on the National Register of Historic Places.
The Wisconsin Historical Society will be holding their annual conference on September 28th and 29th in Madison.  She and her husband John will be giving a presentation on the Certified Local Government Program that Evansville has been a part of since 1986. 
10. Report on Common Council actions relating to Plan Commission recommendations.  Approval of Letter of Map Revision (FEMA case no. 12-05-1647P) and approval of Ordinance 2011-15, Revision of Flood Insurance Rate Map.
