MINUTES
1. Call to Order.  The meeting was called to order at 6:07 p.m. by Chair Mayor Sandy Decker.
2. Roll Call.  Members present: Mason Braunschweig, Jim Brooks, Sandy Decker, Matt Eaton, Carol Endres, John Gishnock, and Bill Hammann.  Others present: City Clerk Judy Walton, City Planner Ben Zellers, City Administrator Dan Wietecha and one resident.
3. Approval of agenda.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Hammann to approve the agenda.  Motion approved 7-0.
4. Approval of minutes.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Hammann to waive the reading of the minutes from September 4, 2012 regular meeting and approve them as printed.  Motion approved 7-0.
5. Citizen appearances other than agenda items listed.  A resident was present and asked if any of the proposed changes would affect his property.  He recently moved to the City of Evansville and has made improvements to his yard and wondered if they would need to be changed.  Zellers stated that the proposed changes would not affect improvements already in place.
6. New Business. 
a. Public Hearing concerning a proposed amendment to section 130-1302 of the zoning code concerning parking.  Zellers stated changes were incorporated from the last meeting and changes recommended by the City Attorney.
Decker opened the public hearing at 6:09 p.m.  There were no public comments and Decker closed the public hearing at 6:10 p.m.

There being no comments from the Commission, Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Brooks to recommend to the Common Council approval of Ordinance 2012-14 integrating the suggestions from the memo from the City Attorney.  Motion approved 7-0.

b. Public Hearing concerning a proposed amendment to section 130-6 of the zoning code concerning definitions.  Zellers stated changes were incorporated from the last meeting and changes recommended by the City Attorney.
Decker opened the public hearing at 6:12 p.m.  There were no public comments and Decker closed the public hearing at 6:13 p.m.  
There being no comments from the Commission, Brooks made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig to recommend to the Common Council approval of Ordinance 2012-15.  Motion approved 7-0.
c. Public Hearing concerning proposed amendments to sections 130-944 (requirements for all uses LL-R12), 130-964 (requirements for all uses LL-R15), 130-984 (requirements for all uses R-1), 130-1004 (requirements for all uses R-2), and 130-1024 (requirements for all uses R-3).  Zellers stated changes were incorporated from the last meeting.  Additionally, he made a change deleting Section 130-984(14).
Decker opened the public hearing at 6:16 p.m.  There were no public comments and Decker closed the public hearing at 6:17 p.m.

The Commission discussed the deletion of Section 130-984 (14).  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Hammann to recommend to the Common Council approval of Ordinance 2012-16.  Motion approved 7-0.
d. Discuss potential ordinance edits concerning agricultural zoning districts (Chapter 130, Article V, Divisions 2, 3, and 4) and annexation regulations (Sections 130-172, 130-173, 130-674, and Chapter 16).  Zellers pointed out the revisions that are being recommended for the agricultural zoning and for the annexation procedures.
Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Brooks to set a public hearing for Monday, November 5, 2012.  Motion approved 7-0.

7. Report on other permitting activity by City Planner.  Zellers reported that there was a variance application that will go to the Zoning Board of Appeals.
8. Report on the Unified Land Development Code Committee.  None
9. Report of the Evansville Historic Preservation Commission.  Decker reported that on September 14th Leonard Leota Park was placed on the National Register of Historic Places as a Historic District.
10. Report on Common Council actions relating to Plan Commission.  
a. Wietecha explained that there is a proposal to create a Community Development Director position.  He wanted the Commission to be aware that this was being discussed and asked for input.
11. Report on Board of Appeals actions relating to zoning matters.  None
12. Enforcement Report.  None
13. Meeting reminder.  Next Plan Commission meeting date is Monday, November 5, 2012.
14. Adjournment.  Hammann made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig to adjourn at 6:52 p.m.  Motion approved 7-0.
