MINUTES
1) Call to Order. Meeting began at 6:05pm with Decker noting a quorum is not present.  However, no action will be taken at the meeting.  Guidance is only being discussed for the Smart Growth Plan update.
2) Roll Call. Members present: Mayor Sandy Decker, Josh Manring and Bill Hammann. Members Absent: John Gishnock, Barbara Jacobson, Rick Cole and Matt Eaton. Others present: Community Development Director Jason Sergeant. 
3) Approval of Agenda. No motion made as no quorum was present.
4) Defer Approval of Minutes: No motion made as no quorum was present.
5) Civility Reminder. Decker noted the City’s commitment to civil discourse.
6) Citizen appearances other than agenda items listed. None.

7) Old Business, Smart Growth Plan update, review and discussion:
a. Chapter 1, 2 and 3, Introduction and Community Profile.  Committee reviewed grammatical corrections and fixing table and figure numbers.

b. Chapter 4, Housing.  Committee noted a change in page numbers and figure numbers being needed.

c. Chapter 5, Transportation.  Committee reviewed new transportation map.  Consensus was to show Evansville-Brooklyn road realigned with intersecting street and show Brown School Rd as an existing primary local road. Hammann discussed moving objective 4 of goal 8 to goal 4.  Hammann mentioned 5th street is seen as a default collector, until 6th street is completed.  
d. Chapter 6, Utilities and Community Facilities.  Committee agreed significant updates where needed in this chapter.  A review of the policies and goals found them to be satisfactory. 

e. Chapter 7, Agricultural, Natural and Cultural Resources.  Decker noted significant comments for this chapter and would provide staff a copy of her notes.  Hammann suggested reversing the order of the policies.  Brief discussion about the longevity of Lake Leota and need for significant maintenance.   Decker noted the mention of Chronic Wasting Disease and the deer population, this should be looked at to see if it is still accurate. She also noted the historic district language needed to be updated to include all current structures. Hammann noted a number of goals could be removed, as they were completed.  
f. Chapter 8, Economic Development.  Staff made mention of a new objective to streamline permitting processes and allow the investigation of possible temporary zoning permits.  Simplifying the brownfield section was discussed. Figure numbers where discussed. Adding more information to objectives was suggested.  Hammann mentioned the WI Dept. of Commerce was absent from the chapter, and this should be explained more in the chapter.  Decker noted the name of the organization had changed.  Hamman recommended making the section into its own paragraph.  
g. Chapter 9, Existing Land Use. No comments where needed.  
h. Chapter10, Future Land Use. Committee discussed changes to figure numbers and rewording of one objective,  no other changes recommended.  
i. Chapter 11, Intergovernmental Cooperation, discussion of: Recommendations to change milestone dates and champions for some goals was discussed. 
j. Chapter 12, Implementation, review and discussion.  Committee recommended grammatical changes.
k. Other updates.  None.
