MINUTES

I. Call to Order.  The meeting was called to order at 4:30 pm by Chair Mason Braunschweig.  Present: Mason Braunschweig, Todd Culbertson and Janis Ringhand.  Also present: Alderperson Tony Wyse, Public Works Director Dave Wartenweiler, Consulting Engineer Bill Biesmann, City Administrator Dan Wietecha and John Sornson.

II. Approve Agenda.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Ringhand, to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.

III. Payment of Members.  Culbertson made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig, to waive the payment of committee members for the special meeting.   Motion approved unanimously.
IV. Lake Leota Dredging Project.
a. Bids and Qualifications.  Biesmann stated that six bids had been received.  The base bids ranged from $885,069.63 to $1,852,000.00.  There were also alternate bids to establish unit prices in case material had to be hauled away from the project rather than spread in the fields.

b. Contractor.  The apparent low bidder was Integrity Grading and Excavating from Wausau.  The base bid was $885,069.63.  Several references had been checked with favorable responses.  Ringhand made a motion, seconded by Culbertson, to recommend to Common Council approval of hiring Integrity Grading and Excavating as contractor for performing Lake Leota Restoration.  Motion approved unanimously.

c. Engineer.  Wietecha explained that the contract for the construction engineering had estimated prices that allowed for part-time daily inspection.  The estimated prices could not be exceeded without prior approval by the city.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Culbertson, to recommend to Common Council approval of the contract with Vierbicher Associates for project management and on-site engineering for Lake Leota Restoration.  Motion approved unanimously.
V. Adjournment.  Ringhand made a motion, seconded by Culbertson, to adjourn the meeting at 4:50.  Motion approved unanimously.
