9 Communications from City Engineer – 
A Discussion and possible motion regarding Wastewater Treatment Facility Plans

1. Abridged Report handed out by city engineer. 

· Goal here is to have committee comfortable with information in the plan so that we can proceed with public hearing and submittal of plan to WI DNR. 

· Mechanical (VLR- vertical loop reactor) plan saves a lot of energy which is bulk of operating costs. 

· If we proceed smoothly could have approval by February. Start of construction in April with estimated completion date July 2010. 

· We are not currently meeting the nitrate standards (WI DNR). 

· Increasing facility capacity by 35-40% in millions of gallons per day. 

· Ran through alternatives (8 in total) and the VLR plan has the second lowest capital cost along with lowest operating and materials costs making it the most cost effective option. 

· Not many cities of our size that use aerating lagoons because it is not cost effective. 

· Ran through schematic of how this would look where the existing plant is. 

· Plan to be good for 20 years and accommodating for expansions. 

· Implementation plan outlined with dates from above. 

· Fees to increase for average homeowner in community approximately 50%, however that cost is misleading because we are currently in bottom 12.5% of all communities our size in annual waste sewer costs and this increase would still have us in the bottom 32.5%. Regardless the costs would increase because of the mandates from the WI DNR which are unfunded. 

· New plant will be able to handle growth to the city with projections of a population of 8,072 citizens by 2028, which is higher than the smart growth projection and the WI DOA projections for Evansville.

2. Motion to direct city engineer to send the plan to the WI DNR and also to schedule a public hearing. Moved by Ringhand, seconded by Culbertson. Passed unanimously. 

3. Public hearing scheduled for next PW meeting (NOTE: * special time) Monday December 22, 2008 at 5:30pm. 

10 Communications of Public Works Director –

A PW shop is building a salt shed. Will house the new salt which is to better for environment and needs lees for effectiveness. 

1. Last year the city was cut off from buying more salt from regular provider in December. This will make that a non-issue.
