7 Site Plan Reviews
A Celtic Ridge- Issue is gravity sewer or lift station. 

1. Lift station would serve only the subdivision at an approx cost of $150,000 whereas a gravity sewer would be able to serve future areas of expansion but would cost approx $350,000. 

2. So who would pay for costs associated for gravity sewer when the developer would be paying for the lift station? Good question. 

3. City may need easements for gravity sewer. 

4. Committee needs to know when this decision has to be made by. 

B Community center- Issue was brought up about the concrete on the site and whether it could be salvaged. Either way it would have to broken up.

· Motion to abandon the Southgate pumping plan previously budgeted at $75K in FY’08 and recommend council approve the “new” southgate land acquisition pond plan at a cost not to exceed $150K in FY ’09 by Braunschweig and seconded by Culbertson- approved.
