APPROVAL OF AGENDA

EXAMINE ASSESSMENT ROLL  

City Assessor Wendorff and City Clerk Beilke signed affidavit for the assessment roll.
REPORT ON ASSESSMENT CHANGES AND AGRICULTURE USE PENALTIES

Ms. Wendorff reported on corrections for the Board review per Wisconsin State Statutes 70.43, Correction of Errors.  The assessor shall correct for any palpable error in the previous year’s assessment roll.  These assessment corrections should be reflected on the 2006 assessment roll.  The corrections are as follow:
· 6-27-508.14 - 2005 assessment change to land only $41,300  (house built on wrong parcel)
· 6-27-508.15 - 2005 assessment change to land $28,900 and improvements $51,800  (house built here)
· 6-27-294.12 - 2005 assessment change improvement to $106,600  (open book change was not put in the assessment roll.  Property owner called the assessor in 2005 and corrected the square footage of his home as noted on his assessment notice, which then changed the assessed improvement value from $116,400 to 106,600.
· Marlin Leasing - request to delete the 2005 assessment of personal property since they claim they had filed a personal property form in error.  They now say the property was removed before Jan 1, 2005.
Motion by Dobbs, seconded by Melanz, to approve these above changes as outlined by the assessor.  Motion passed.  

The agriculture use penalties are as follow:  Pine Knoll Farms – 24.848 acres and Design Planning – 23.959 acres.
