MINUTES
I. Call meeting to order.  Chairman Larry Dobbs called the meeting to order at 4:01 p.m.
II.  Roll Call.  Members present:  Chairman Larry Dobbs, Steve Melanz and John Willoughby.  Diane Bailly arrived at 4:06 p.m.  Staff present:  Dean Peters, Associated Appraisal Consultants and Judy Walton, City Clerk.
Chairman Dobbs stated that he had completed Board of Review training in May, 2008, which fulfills the state requirement that the Board of Review as a body includes a trained member.
III. Approval of Agenda.  John Willoughby made a motion, seconded by Steve Melanz to approve the agenda as printed.  Chairman Dobbs stated for the record that there were 2 scheduled objections.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.
IV. Approval of Minutes.  John Willoughby made a motion, seconded by Steve Melanz to waive the reading of the minutes of June 3, 2008 meeting and to approve them as printed.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.
V. Examine the Assessment Roll.  Chairman Dobbs asked for verification from the City Assessor and City Clerk that all corrections to the assessment roll had been completed.  The City Assessor was granted a moment to record one additional correction, and then the verification of all corrections and verification of examination was acknowledged to the Chair.     
At 4:04 p.m. Chairman Dobbs instructed the City Clerk to stop the tape recorder until the hearing for the first objector commences.

At 4:16 p.m. John Willoughby was excused from the meeting.

Chairman Dobbs received verification from the City Assessor and City Clerk that the Affidavit was signed.  He stated that no further corrections were to be made to the assessment roll by them.

VI. Hear Objectors to assessments.  Recordings of the hearing began at 4:30 p.m.  
A. Chairman Dobbs explained the procedure of the Board of Review to the property owners.  Aaron & Jamie Heissner, 309 S 4th Street, Evansville, WI, were sworn in by the City Clerk.  Mr. Heissner presented several photographs of his property and the neighboring properties.  After purchasing the home in November, 2006, for $137,000 they have made interior improvements in the amount of $16,000.  In their opinion the fair market value as of January 1st is $150,000. The Board asked several questions about the interior and exterior of the property. 
Dean Peters was sworn in by the City Clerk.  He described the property for the record.  The current value for land is $44,100, improvements is $128,200 for a total of $172,300.  The property’s tax parcel number is 6-27-490-A.  Mr. Peters stated that the Heissner’s did not attend Open Book and therefore he has not had a chance to speak with them nor view their evidence.  He presented exhibits that included comparable properties.  He reviewed with the Heissner’s the specific improvements that have been made.
The hearing was closed at 4:58 p.m.
B. The second scheduled objection was withdrawn.
VII. Deliberations.  The Board discussed the property’s location and overall condition.  Bailly made a motion, seconded by Melanz to set the new assessed value at $160,300.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.
At 5:05 p.m. Chairman Dobbs instructed the City Clerk to stop the tape recorder until such time that Board action is necessary.
VIII. Adjournment.  At 5:57 p.m. Chairman Dobbs stated that there was no further business to be conducted by the Board of Review.  Diane Bailly made a motion, seconded by Steve Melanz to adjourn at 6:00 p.m.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.
