The following is copied from the 2009 minutes for reference only:

(June 2, 2009 meeting) Examine Assessment Roll, Affidavit signed by Assessor, examine Real Estate and Personal Property portions of roll.  Peters stated the assessment roll has been completed and the affidavit has been signed.  Chairman Dobbs asked for and received verification from the City Assessor and City Clerk that the rolls have been examined.  

City Assessor presentation of the summary of State of the City’s Assessments and Past Years Activity.  Peters stated the city’s new residential construction was down, but the commercial was up.  He explained how the assessment ratio is calculated and when a revaluation is required.  He presented a booklet with photos and sale information on property sold in 2007 and 2008.  He shared comments and questions he received from residents regarding the 2009 assessment year.  

At 4:21 p.m. Chairman Dobbs requested a recess until 5:55 p.m. The Committee was present during the recess.

(June 11, 2009 meeting)Hear Objectors to assessments.
Andrew Graham, 117 N 6th Street, Evansville, filed an objection form with the City Clerk’s Office this afternoon and requested to have his case heard.  Dobbs asked Mr. Graham to state the circumstances for his late filing.  Mr. Graham stated he did not understand the time frame.  Willoughby stated his concerns for potentially setting precedence for objectors filing late.  Dobbs commented that Mr. Graham’s case was weak.  Responding to a question from Bailly, Peters stated he did receive a copy of the objection form and had time to prepare for the case.  The Board approved the request to hear the objection.  The City Clerk swore in Mr. Graham and Dean Peters.  Mr. Graham stated a recent appraisal of $218,500 fair market value for his property was based on recent sales of comparable property.  Peters presented handouts with information on the Graham property and comparables.  He reviewed the appraisal and noticed a difference in the above ground square footage, an error on the assessor’s part, which resulted in a reduction of $8,800 in value.

Deliberations.  After consideration of the testimony, Willoughby made a motion, seconded by Bailly to adjust the assessment for Property 222-038018 as follows:
