MINUTES
1. Call meeting to order.  The City Clerk called the meeting to order at 4:04 p.m.

2. Roll Call.  Members present:  Larry Dobbs, Steve Melanz, John Willoughby, Gil Wiedenhoeft, and Phil Kress.  Others present:  Dean Peters, Associated Appraisal Consultants, City Clerk Judy Walton, and Jim Turner.

3. Nomination and election of Board of Review Chairperson.  Wiedenhoeft made a motion, seconded by Willoughby to appoint Larry Dobbs Chairman for Board of Review.  Motion approved 4-0 with Larry Dobbs abstaining.  

4. Determine if one voting member has attended Board of Review Training within the past two years.  Four members of the Board of Review have attended training recently.  
5. Approval of Agenda.  Willoughby made a motion, seconded by Kress to approve the agenda as printed.  Motion approved 5-0 on a roll call vote.
6. Approval of Minutes.  Wiedenhoeft made a motion, seconded by Willoughby to waive the reading of the minutes of the June 2, 2011 meeting and approve them as printed.  Motion approved 5-0 on a roll call vote.

7. Examine Assessment Roll, Affidavit signed by Assessor, examine Real Estate and Personal Property portions of roll.  Dobbs received confirmation from the City Clerk that the assessment roll had been completed and the assessor’s affidavit was signed.  

8. City Assessor presentation of the summary of State of the City’s Assessments and Past Years Activity.
Peters stated for the record that he is Dean W. Peters, Wisconsin Certified Assessor representing Associated Appraisal Consultants, and for the 2012 assessment year, the assessment roll has been completed, the affidavit has been signed and all necessary reports have been timely filed with the Department of Revenue.

He reported that market values are down from last year.  He met with approximately 12 property owners during Open Book and explained changes that were made.  He is expecting the assessment ratio to be approximately 106%.
