MINUTES
1. Call meeting to order.  The City Clerk called the meeting to order at 4:00 p.m.
2. Roll Call.  Members present:  Dean Arnold, Peggy Hels, Phil Kress, Gil Wiedenhoeft, and John Willoughby.  Others present:  Dean Peters, Associated Appraisal Consultants, City Clerk Judy Walton, Dan Orloff, and Aaron and Renee Zemke.
3. Nomination and election of Board of Review Chairperson.  Willoughby made a motion, seconded by Wiedenhoeft to nominate Phil Kress as Chairman of the Board of Review.  There were no other nominations and Phil Kress was elected.
4. Determine if one voting member has attended Board of Review Training within the past two years.  Four members of the Board of Review have attended training within the past two years.
5. Approval of Agenda.  Hels made a motion, seconded by Arnold to approve the agenda.  Motion approved 5-0.
6. Approval of Minutes.  Wiedenhoeft made a motion, seconded by Hels to waive the reading of the Minutes of the June 7, 2012 and the May 16, 2013 meetings and approve them as printed.  Motion approved 5-0.
7. Examine Assessment Roll, Affidavit signed by Assessor, examine Real Estate and Personal Property portions of roll.  Kress received confirmation from the City Clerk that the assessment roll had been completed and the assessor’s affidavit was signed.
8. City Assessor to present summary of State of the City’s Assessments and Past Years Activity.  
Peters stated for the record that he is Dean W. Peters, Wisconsin Certified Assessor representing Associated Appraisal Consultants, and for the 2013 assessment year, the assessment roll has been completed, the affidavit has been signed and all necessary reports have been timely filed with the Department of Revenue.

He reported that there was more assessment work done this year mostly due to revaluing all commercial property due to those assessment levels being out of compliance.  Open Book went very well but was longer in duration due to the number of changes in assessed values.

Residential values stayed relatively flat and Commercial increased over 7 million dollars.

He reviewed the procedure for conducting the Board of Review; the testimony, deliberation, and decision.
9. Hear Objectors to assessments and Deliberations.
1. 222-057007001, 405 Water Street.
The City Clerk swore in property owner, Daniel Orloff.  He explained the history of the property.  It is located in the floodplain and he received a LOMR for the building but not the land, which is making any addition to the building prohibitive.  He feels an additional stigma to the property is that it is located in the well protection area.
The City Clerk swore in City Assessor Dean Peters.  He stated the property owner did not attend Open Book but he was able to speak with the property owner by telephone.  The property was not assessed at the purchase price due to the floodplain and the swampland.  The 50 x 60 steel building has a replacement value of approximately $80,000 – 90,000.  The property could be sold for storage or some other purpose that would not conflict with the well protection area.

After considerable deliberation, Wiedenhoeft made a motion, seconded by Willoughby to sustain the assessor’s value.  Motion approved 5-0 on a roll call vote.

2. 222-037005, 413 Fowler Circle.

The City Clerk swore in Aaron and Renee Zemke and City Assessor Dean Peters.  They explained the history of the property.  They attended Open Book and their value was reduced from $184,400 to $163,900.  They presented a number of comparables that they had researched and comparables done by a realtor.

Peters presented comparables and explained the reduction made at Open Book.  He reviewed the criteria for arm-length sales.  He clarified with the property owner that they felt a value of $152,000 was appropriate (they had stated $145,000 on their objection form).
After considerable deliberations, Willoughby made a motion, seconded by Arnold to place the assessed value of the property at 413 Fowler Circle at $152,000 as follows:
