MINUTES
Meeting was called to order at 6:00 p.m. 

Committee members present were Diane Roberts, Chair-Alderperson and Alderpersons Dennis Wessels and Barb Jacobson; Police Chief Scott McElroy; and EMS Coordinator Mary Beaver.   Citizens present: Russell Jeske, Sno-Devils representative, Heather and Brian Halvensleben and Darlene Rauk. 

Motion by Wessels, second by Jacobson, to approve the agenda as printed.   Motion passed.  

Motion by Roberts, second by Wessels, to approve the February 3, 2010 regular meeting minutes with the following amendments;  The calls for service were up 400 more in January 2010 from last year in January 2009.  New officer, Jeremy Job, has finished training, with all other officers training on going.  The two new laptops are in and we hope to have them in service by the end of the month.   The EMS sign is on their building also.  Old Business-Discussion regarding the Snowmobile Trail within the City of Evansville city limits moved to after item 3.  Maps were provided.  Current route/trail marked.  Halvensleben’s pointed out their property and where the current trail follows, in addition to off trail usage.  Copy of the ordinance was available and reviewed.  The ordinance needs updating.  Motion passed as amended.  

Citizen appearances other than agenda items listed – 

Darlene Rauk asked for a stop sign at First and Main Street for a four-way stop.  She turned in a petition with signatures.  She had an accident in January and a second in February.  

Evansville Police Report –

There were 1237 calls for service in February 2010.  There were 62 license plate transactions.  Community Relations included the Chili Cook-off, Partners in Prevention, Janesville Crime Stoppers and WIPak School Meetings.  The police department will put on a Bike Rodeo at the park in June.  
EPD asked both Evansville EMS and the Evansville Fire Department to participate.  The police department would like Coop Student, Rachel Marx, to work evenings this summer.  Chief McElroy is working with the Finance Director, Lisa Novinska, in reviewing the part-time budget to see if this will work.  The evening hours would be3:30 p.m. – 9:30 p.m. 30 hours a week in the month of June and July, and one or two weeks in August.  The Chief will have information for next month’s meeting.  Chief McElroy is hopeful Matt McElroy will return and work day shift to assist with clerical duties and help with accreditation.  Matt has not committed to this yet.  The Committee liked the idea of these extra hours, having the office open later for the public, and hoped we could find the funds to make it work.  The committee would also like to see the police department open Saturday mornings, if possible.   Police signs are installed, a BIG thanks Dennis Wessels!  Accreditation is going well with completion in late 2011.  Most of the updates to the police department building are complete with finishing touches left.

Evansville Medical Service Report-

There were 51 runs to date with 24 for the month of February.  811 had two runs this month.  Twelve lead defibrillator machines are in both ambulances.  All EMS personnel are trained and have state approval.  EMS will be at the Bike Rodeo in cooperation with the Police Department for June 12, 2010 at Evansville Lake Leota Park.  
Old Business- 
Discussion and possible motion regarding the Snowmobile Trail within the City of Evansville city limits.  The Committee recommends sending letters to all the business owners of the area to attend next month’s meeting for discussion.  Committee would like to see the current snowmobile trail/route re-routed around the city via Territorial and County M allowing access to Geno’s.  Also allowing them to refill at Cenex/McDonalds as well as the use of the Hotel then exit out and follow trail to Territorial.  The business wouldn’t be affected by this change.  The current ordinance would have to be amended accordingly and visited after two to three years.  Currently the route/trail from Evansville Oil Pros runnning alongside Lite Wire across the street following a trail to Geno’s.  No new permission was given by owner of the property.  Last permission was 7 to 8 years ago.  A letter from Gene Heiman regarding the snowmobile trail was addressed to the PSC.

Motion by Roberts, second by Jacobson, to recommend to Common Council to amend no parking restriction ordinance 122.129 to both sides of West Church Street from South Madison Street to the west end of the property line of 22 West Church Street, EMS/Police Garage.  
Motion by Wessels, second by Jacobson, to adjourn at 7:29 p.m. with the next meeting on April 7 at 6:00 p.m.
