They would like the Police to pick up strays.  Lt. Phillips said the City have no facility to keep any cats.

Herbert Hubacher requested the City to move the “No Parking” on the south side of Water Street moved to the north side.  The Committee said this could be discussed in the future after the current road reconstruction was completed.

Police Report.

Lt. Phillips announced that Office Jennifer Leuzinger has applied for a position with the City of Oregon.  She would like to hold her current position open pursuant to Article 13.02 of the Agreement between the City of Evansville Police Department and Wisconsin Professional Police Association.  The Committee does not recommend approving this request.  Currently, the Police Department is short of part-time help and not hiring a full-time officer at this time would put a burden on the Police Department, especially with all the reconstruction going on in the City.

EMS Report.
Mrs. Beaver said the EMTs have had 121 ambulance runs to date.  EMS Week will be May 15 – 21.

New Business.
A public hearing was held for Ordinance #2005-7, Amending Municipal Code Relative to No Parking Zones.  No one spoke to the issue.  No recommend was made for the Council as the Committee would like more clarification.
