Phillips for extra patrolling through the park.  Lt. Phillips will make notice to the officers to patrol as often as possible.

Evansville Police Report

The Police Commission’s recent meetings were discussed.  Chief McElroy reported that there was 71 Vehicle Registrations done last month, bringing in a total of $531.00, with a total of $3,100.00 in the account.  Officer Jones is back full-time on light duty.

Emergency Medical Service Report

Mary Beaver, EMS Coordinator, reported that there were 38 runs in the month of July.
