MINUTES

1.	Call to Order—Meeting was called to order at 6:00 p.m.

2.	Roll Call—Members present: Chairperson Roberts, Alderpersons Sornson and Wessels, Mary 
Beaver, EMS Coordinator, Scott McElroy, Police Chief and Municipal Judge Tom Alisankus.  Other staff present: Mayor Sandy Decker

3.	Motion by Sornson, seconded by Wessels to approve the March 10th, 2008 minutes as printed.
	Motion Passed.

4.	Citizen Appearances other than agenda items—Albert Sarbacker presented information 
	regarding beer permits for the Friday Night Co-Ed Softball League.  Mary Beaver, member of the 
	Friday Night Co-Ed Softball League requested that their applications and permits be put on the 
	May agenda for approval.

	Municipal Judge Thomas Alisankus has recommended two ordinances regarding truancy for 
	approval.  Judge Alisankus’ recommendations would change Truancy Statutes 118.126 and 
	118.127, allowing law enforcement to release information.  Also, changes to Statute 118.16(7), 
	imposing a fine to the school for failure to follow truancy ordinances.  A fine not less than $5 	and no more than $25, if the attendance authority does not follow guidelines.   This request will
	be put on the May Public Safety Agenda .  The School Board will be notified of this issue and 
	meeting in May.

5.	Evansville Police Report—Chief McElroy stated that there were 1273 call for service, an increase 
	of 528 from last year.  Vehicle Registration has had 988 as of 3/19/2008 and 89 in the month of 
	February.   Mr. McElroy showed the committee the new ticket making machine.  A grant from 	Click It or Ticket It for $5000 will be coming for new equipment for the squad cars.  The Police
	Department is also looking into purchasing new PBT’s for alcohol measurement.

	The Police Commission meeting is on April 7th, 2008 to fill officer position and update eligibility 
	list.

6.	Evansville Medical Service Report—Mary Beaver, EMS Coordinator stated that there were 31 
	runs in March, up 4 from last year and 91 calls to date.    The Week of the Young Child, April 7th- 
April 11th, EMS will be participating in fingerprint card and CPR demonstrations.  Mary mentioned that the Proclamation for EMS week, May 18 to May 24, needs to be approved at the  May Council meeting.

7.	Old Business – Tornado Siren testing was on April 2nd, all sirens are working.





8.	New Business –
	
a. 	Motion by Wessels, seconded by Sornson to move approval to the June or July Finance meeting a budget amendment to the Police Department’s operating budget for $61.02 a month to purchase a new copy machine.   Motion Passed.

b.	Motion by Sornson, seconded by Wessels, to move approval to the June  or July Finance meeting a budget amendment to the Police Department’s operating budget for the approval of 2 squad video cameras.  $4,400.00 was left from police budget for new Tahoe, an additional $5,300.00 will be needed to purchase the cameras and pay for 
a copier in 2008.  The money would be taken from the License Plate Fund.  Motion Passed.
