MINUTES

I. Roll Call.  Chair Diane Roberts called the meeting to order at 6:00.  Present: Diane Roberts, Todd Culbertson, and Dennis Wessels.  Also present: Police Chief Scott McElroy and City Administrator Dan Wietecha.

II. Minutes of September 3, 2008, Meeting.  Roberts made a motion, seconded by Culbertson, to waive the reading of the minutes and approve as presented.  Motion approved unanimously.

III. Citizen Appearances.  None.

IV. Police Report.  McElroy presented a written report.  He noted that background checks are being performed for the part-time officer eligibility list.  The Public Works Department is changing the lane striping at County Road M and Highway 14 from what had been discussed at the last meeting in regard to actual, on-site conditions.  The Wisconsin Department of Transportation will be contacted regarding the signal’s vehicle sensor at the intersection.
V. Emergency Medical Services (EMS) Report.  Excused absence from meeting.
VI. Old Business:
a. Montgomery Court.  Roberts reported that the Public Works Department had changed the signs to re-instate one-way traffic on Montgomery Court now that downtown street construction has been completed.
VII. New Business:
a. Railroad and Mill Streets.  Several years ago, residents had asked about limiting Railroad and Mill Streets to one-way traffic due to the narrowness of the streets and a tight intersection.  At the time, the Committee felt that downtown street construction should be completed before considering the request.  Wessels made a motion, seconded by Culbertson, to hold a public hearing on the matter at the November Public Safety meeting and to mail notice of the hearing to property owners along Railroad and Mill Streets.  Motion approved unanimously.
b. Provisional and Operator Licenses.  Roberts made a motion, seconded by Culbertson, to approve the provisional license application for Kyle T. Syverson and operator license applications for Jeremy R. Dietzman, Richard L. Hamacher, Sue E. Katzenmeyer, and Elissa S. Scott.  Motion approved unanimously.
c. Funeral Procedures.  McElroy reviewed the procedures for Saturday’s funeral for Lieutenant Art Phillips.
VIII. Adjournment.  Wessels made a motion, seconded by Roberts, to adjourn.  Motion approved unanimously at 6:30.
