MINUTES

I. Call to Order.  Chair Diane Roberts called the meeting to order at 6:00.  
II. Roll Call. Present: Diane Roberts and Dennis Wessels.  Staff present: Police Chief Scott McElroy and EMS Coordinator Mary Beaver. Citizens present: Rhonda Tomlin, Duane Tomlin, Richard Nelson, and Jeff Farnsworth. Todd Culbertson arrived at 6:05.
III. Minutes of October 1st 2008, Meeting.  Diane Roberts made a motion, seconded by Dennis Wessels, to approve the regular meeting minutes as printed.  Motion approved unanimously.

IV. Citizen Appearances.  None. Roberts made a motion, seconded by Dennis Wessels to amend 8A public hearing- to follow item #4 on agenda. Motion passes unanimously.

V. Public Hearing-Designate One Way Traffic on Railroad to the North and Mill Streets to the West. Public Hearing opened at 6:02pm. Citizen Jeff Farnsworth stated he was against one-way street, though to park on East/North side as a solution to keep an easy flow to downtown area. The Tomlin’s and Richard Nelson are in favor of the one way. They are concerned for the safety of children playing and damage to personal property from traffic coming down Mill Street onto Railroad.  Motion by Dennis Wessels, seconded by Todd Culbertson to recommend to council to designate Railroad and Mill Streets as one way. Motion passes unanimously. Public hearing closed at 6:14 pm.
VI. Police Report.  Chief McElroy stated there were 879 service calls and 80 license plate transactions for October. Attorney Michelle Ford and Chief McElroy continue to work on revising policies. They are currently working on “Release of Information” policy. Traffic lane marking has been completed at the intersection of Hwy 14 and County M. 
VII. Emergency Medical Services (EMS) Report. Mary Beaver was called out of meeting, but provided information was provided by Mary in a written form. There were 291 runs to date, 24 October runs, and 811 had 6 runs this month. NIM 300 has been completed by the EMS. They are working on setting up NIMS 400 at a future date.
