Evansville Police Report

Chief McElroy reported there were 343 calls for service, which was up from last year.  There were 59 license transactions this last month.  Chief McElroy stated that the Tahoe was in full service with proper signage complete.  The 2005 police files were put on disc, with 13,500 documents pieces.  The police department has applied for a grant for a laptop and auto ticket writer.  They are also moving ahead with the recruitment of part-time officers from their eligibility list.

Coordinator Beaver reported that they have had 60 ambulance runs to date, with 50 in February; and 5 calls using 811.  There was discussion regarding the use of a Debit credit card with the committee decision not to pursue this issue.
