Evansville Police Report.


Officer Reese introduced new Officer Matthew Nankee to the EPD and committee.  Officer Reese 


stated that the Police Department had 831 calls for service in December 2008, down from 1113 in


December 2007.  The Police Department had 68 license plate renewals in December 2008.

Evansville Medical Service Report.


Kathy Buttchen, EMS Assistant Coordinator stated that they had 345 total runs in 2008, 
compared to 378 in 2007.  In December 2008 they had 31 runs and 1 run on ambulance 811.  
MDT’s are installed and are being used by both ambulances at this time.  This was a matching 
grant with Rock County 911 EMS and Fire Departments.

8.
New Business.


a. The PD had a suggestion to donate old computers to College students less fortunate to have


them.  The hard drives are completely wiped out and only the operating system is reinstalled.  


There are no files or programs on the computer, the college would than supply Microsoft to the 


Students.  This is a great system to literally re-furnish old computers, put them to good use and 


provide them to students that do not have a computer or cannot afford one.  Chief McElroy 


teaches Criminal Justice classes at ITT in Madison and that college has this program of donating


their old computers when new ones are purchased.  The Public Safety Committee was in favor of


this program.
