Evansville Police Report.  

The Police Department will be getting new 40 caliber hand guns to match same caliber 

as rifles in squad cars.  The Chief requests that the City pay for the guns and all officers will reimburse the City for the cost.  Committee agreed.
Chief McElroy stated that the plans are at the High School to draw a scale model for the remodeling of the old Fire Department building.  The Police Department donated two computers in January.  There were 86 license plate renewals in January 2009.

Evansville Medical Service Report.


Mary Beaver, EMS Coordinator reports that they had 37 runs to date.  As of February 1, 


2009, the ambulances were stocked with glucagon injectors.  Ambulance Service 
Contracts are in for townships Union, Magnolia, and Porter for 2009.

a.

The Chief would like to hire a consultant (CSI) to assist in the re-write of the EPD Policy Manual, as part of the accreditation process.  A committee will eventually come to Evansville to review the policy manual, and compare it to the WILEAG standards.  They will return for a follow-up review every 3 years.  Once accredited, there is a $500.00 yearly fee to maintain accreditation and have the policy manual reviewed every 3 years. A public hearing will be held for public input on the policy manual for approval and accreditation.  The process could take 3-6 years for the PD to accomplish this on their own.  It will cost $3500.00 to hire a retired Police Captain (CSI), who has the experience on writing policies and accreditation guidelines, to help write the new policy manual in compliance with the accreditation standards.  When done, EPD will get an electronic version of the new manual, which will make updating in the future much easier. Chief McElroy would like to use an additional $700.00 required from other line budget items to cover $1700.00 this year, as $1,000 is budgeted.  $1700.00 would be needed in next year’s budget to pay for the remaining portion of the re-write. The Chief prefers to hire CSI to assist in the policy writing in order to meet the accreditation guidelines and standards.

Motion by Wessels, seconded by Culbertson to approve the Evansville Police 

Accreditation and the hiring of CSI to assist in the re-write contingent upon Mark Kopp’s approval of the contract with “CSI”.  Motion approved.
