MINUTES
1.   Call to Order: Meeting was called to order at 6:00 p.m.

2.   Roll Call: Present: Alderpersons Diane Roberts, Chair, Dennis Wessels, and Barbara Jacobson.  Staff 

      Present:  Police Chief Scott McElroy and EMS Coordinator Mary Beaver.

3.   Approval of Agenda: Motion by Wessels, seconded by Roberts to approve the agenda as printed.     

      Motion Carried.

4.   Motion by Roberts, seconded by Wessels to approve the September 2, 2009 regular meeting minutes 

      as printed.  Motion Carried.

5.   Citizen appearances other than agenda items listed: None.

6.   Evansville Police Report:  Chief McElroy stated there were 1,072 calls for service in September, 

       with 76 license plate transfers.  EVOC and supervisor training are still ongoing.  The Police 

   Department will be moving into their new building on November 3rd and 4th.  Volunteers from Rock 

       County will assist in the move. Many donations have been received.  Record retention policy was     
sent to the state and was approved.   Chief McElroy explained how important it was to maintain a 
strong part time budget and a staff of part time officers to avoid paying overtime. Cutting part time 
budget will affect services for events such as Homecoming, 4th of July, Windmill festival, vacations, 
etc. Chief McElroy further explained that many departments are now looking at part time officers to 
avoid overtime. Chief McElroy advised that we have been operating this way for years, and asked 
permission to hire one additional part time officer at this time, and advised more would be needed. 
Diane Roberts advised she would like to recommend that we hire the one officer who has completed 
the hiring process. However, the committee advised the Chief to check with City Administrator Dan 
Wietecha and Mayor Sandy Decker. The committee advised that at this time, there was no hiring 
freeze in place. 
       Discussion on Police building project: Chief McElroy provided the committee with an updated 
budget sheet of the police department expenditures. This document was prepared by the City 
Administrator and given to the Chief earlier this date. Chief McElroy advised it appeared that the PD 
project would likely be over budget between $ 4,000-8,000.  Chief explained the primary reasons for 
this included errors from the bid obtained from Nelson Young Lumber. Nelson Young Lumber 
submitted a bid that did not include closet doors, even though these doors were on the plan. All door 
hardware was also 
forgotten. Chief spoke to Dale at Nelson Young about these errors on the quote, 
especially when they were clearly on the plan & door schedule. Chief was advised that it was a 
quote, and no further explanation was provided on the missing items other than to say it was a 
mistake.  The garage required more changes (to make it stronger and sturdier due to the number 
of doors, etc.) after the State reviewed the garage plan. Lastly, the phone system came in higher than 
expected. A complete detailed printout of project expenditures was provided to the committee for 
review.
7.   Evansville Medical Service Report:  EMS Coordinator Beaver stated that there were 259 runs to
      date.  For September ambulance 810 had 46 runs and 811 had 2 runs.  Recruitment is ongoing and 

      EMS has 1 new driver.  Training with Albany and Evansville Fire Departments on lake rescue was a

      success.  Flu shots will be offered to all EMS personal, along with the H1N1 shots when available.
