1. Call to Order – The meeting was called to order at 6:00 p.m.

2. Roll Call – staff present: Chairperson Roberts, Alderperson Wessels and Jacobson arriving at 6:02 p.m., Lieutenant Jay Koehler, Evansville Police Department and Zach Beaver, EMS.  Public present: Heather and Brian Halvensleben.  

3. Approval of Agenda – Motion by Roberts, second by Wessels, to move agenda item 8 A to follow approval of agenda.  Motion passed with agenda change.

 Discussion and possible motion to recommend to Common Council adoption of Wisconsin 
State Statute regarding the Operation of ATVs within the City limits.  Sponsored by Roberts 
and Wessels.  Motion by Roberts, second by Jacobson, to recommend to Common Council 
adoption of Wisconsin State Statute regarding the operation of ATVs within the City Limits 
as it reads with the language change to remove “snow removal”.  City Administrator Dan 
Wietecha will draw up the ordinance to recommend to Common Council.  
4. Motion by Roberts, second by Wessels, to approve the October 7, 2009 regular meeting minutes as printed.  Motion passed.  
5. Citizen appearances other than agenda items listed – The Halvensleben’s were present voicing their concerns regarding the area around the Cenex/Litewire businesses.  They suggested contacting the Rock County Parks Department.  
6. Evansville Police Report – Lieutenant Koehler stated that there were 1072 calls for service compared to 918 at this time last year, with 66 license plate transactions in October.  Lieutenant Koehler and Office Jones attended a “Badger Tracks” Program training.  Police Officers will be attending the Emergency Vehicle Operation-Pursuit Driving (EVOC) training in November and December.  Chief McElroy and Officer Reese attended a WIPAC Accreditation meeting on October 14.  Accreditation training is ongoing.  The police department was awarded a $4,000 Traffic Study Grant for participating in the “Over the limit under arrest initiative.”  All officers and office staff went through an orientation on the H1N1 Pandemic Plan.  One new part-time officer, Jeremy Job, has been hired and will begin immediately.

Evansville Medical Service Report – EMS had 22 runs for the month of October.  Year to date is 281.   Two EMT’s trained in fit-testing for N-95 mask and will be fit testing all of our EMT’s to meet OSHA Guidelines.  The new EMS garage is still being worked on, and the old EMS garage will still be used for decontamination cleaning and storage.  One new EMT has joined the service.  We will be at the Senior Health Fair November 6th.   Our EMS can drive is on November 7th.  EVOC training for all EMS will be on November 28th.  EMS will also be helping at the H1N1 clinic scheduled for the Evansville School district on November 19th.

The Police Department Building Remodeling Project at 10 West Church Street is almost complete and we have started moving November 2.  The Police Department was very fortunate to have items donated to make the move and new office operational such as a refrigerator, conference chairs and desk, stove, bullet resistant window, steel walls, furniture, hallway speakers for the radio, a public entrance intercom system and help moving from the Rock Valley Community Program and Evansville Municipal Court community service workers.

Motion by Roberts, second by Jacobson, to recommend approval of taxi cab operator license for Douglas L Muenchausen contingent upon Common Council approval of license fee, applicant paying fee and providing valid Wisconsin driver’s license per Wisconsin State Statues Traffic Code.   Motion passed as written.

Motion by Roberts, second by Wessels, to recommend approval of taxi cab vehicle license for Evansville Taxi contingent upon Common Council approval of license fee, applicant paying fee and applicant providing insurance documentation.  Motion passed as written.

Motion by Roberts, second by Jacobson, to recommend to Common Council approval of the contract with Rock County Humane Society.  Motion passed as written with a shelter drop-off service only option.

The committee and staff discussed the traffic flow for the alley between the new Public Safety Garage and the newly remodeled Police Department.   The committee suggested that for the present time that the traffic flow should be monitored and the committee will deal with any problems as they arise, if necessary.

The committee discussed the Leave of Absence of a Police Department employee due to Reactivation of Active Military Duty and the part-time officer filling in his position.

The committee and staff discussed the 2010 Budget.
