Evansville Police Report – 

There were 1191 calls for service up 300 from November 2008.  In November, they issued 57 license plates.  EVOC training is continuing.  Accreditation is ongoing with one-half complete and the completion date in 2012.  The Pandemic Plan has been distributed to all employees.  The department hired one new part-time employee, Jeremy Job.  The Police Department has been awarded a $4000 grant to update the department’s computers.  The police department will be replacing two computers in 2010 at an estimated cost of $2000.  Chief McElroy explained the need to purchase a digital recording system, which is currently utilized by the Rock County District Attorney office.  EPD staff observed a demonstration on this equipment in November.  The equipment will cost approximately $1500.  All items will be funded from the 2010 equipment/computer budget.   The equipment fund will be used for Equipment Video Update in 2010. South salley port overhead doors need new receivers; the vendor is working on this and has advised us it is getting hard to find parts for them.
