1. Call to order – the meeting was called to order at 6 p.m. 
2. Roll Call – members present were Chair/Alderperson Dennis Wessels and Alderperson Barb Jacobson, Alderperson Ringhand was absent.  Staff present were Police Chief Scott McElroy and EMS Coordinator Mary Beaver.  Citizens present were Carmen McIntyre, Wally Shannon, Russell Jeske, Ronald Walmer, Rose Helms, Jackie Liebel, Shawn Sweet and Greg Ardisson.  

3. Motion by Wessels, second by Jacobson, to approve the agenda as printed.  Motion passed.

4. Motion by Jacobson, second by Wessels, to approve the June 2, 2010 regular meeting minutes as printed.  Motion passed

5. Citizen appearances other than agenda items listed-

Russell Jeske handed out a snowmobile ordinance request to change the city ordinance to allow sleds to run from house to trail.  He would like the board to look at this and change the ordinance.   The committee would like this request to be put on the agenda for the next meeting on August 4.

6. Old Business -
Discussion and possible motion regarding the Kim Wunscher Birthday Party Celebration to include a band from 5p to 8p at 592 Abey Drive on October 2, 2010.  This will be moved to next month’s meeting as Kim was not present.

Rebekah J Mikulaj and Eric J Bair.  Motion passed.  
Motion by Wessels, second by Jacobson, to approve Operator’s License application for Carmen McIntrye.  Motion passed.  
Motion by Jacobson, second by Wessels, to approve Renewal Operator’s License Application for Tara J. Porter and Susan Crans-Hunt.   Motion passed.  
Motion by Wessels, second by Jacobson, to approve renewal Operator’s License Applications for Joshua M. Halvensleben.  Motion passed. 
Motion by Jacobson, second by Wessels, to approve the amendment to the Class “B” Beer/“Class B” Liquor License for Outlaw Inc., DBA Evansville Bowl, 108 E Main Street, Evansville WI  53536 to include a Grand Opening Event on August 14, 2010 in the parking lot next to the Bowling Alley.   Motion passed.  
Motion to open the Public Hearing for the Street Use License for the Evansville Chamber of Commerce Sidewalk Days August 7, 2010 at 6:15 p.m.   Jackie Liebel was present to represent the Chamber.  Committee discussed the event and the Public hearing was closed at 6:22 p.m.  
Motion by Wessels, second by Jacobson, to approve the Street Use License for the Evansville Chamber of Commerce Sidewalk Days on August 7, 2010.  Motion passed.  
Wally Shannon was present to present the request for the outdoor music for the one-man band.  The one-man band will play from 9am to noon.   Motion by Jacobson, second by Wessels, to grant permission for outdoor music, to be performed by a one-man band, at Walter Shannon’s property on E Main Street on August 7, 2010.  Motion passed.  
The committee discussed the information on the sale of cigarettes and smokeless tobacco from vending machines and “statewide smoke-free workplaces law”.  
Chief McElroy explained the summer staffing hours to the committee.  The summer hours (no Saturdays or weekends) to be covered are Monday through Friday, 7:00 a.m. to 3:30 p.m.  Rachel Marx and Konnor Johnson, next year’s coop student, will split the weekday hours.  Konnor is training two days per week.  Once a coop student graduates, he/she becomes a limited term employee (LTE).  A LTE can only work a maximum of 120 days per year.  Matt McElroy and Rachel Marx are considered LTE’s and allowed to work 120 days per calendar year.  This was recently agreed upon between Alan Fladhammer, Teamster Representative, Dan Wietecha, City Administrator and Chief McElroy.  Motion by Wessels, second by Jacobson, to approve Matt McElroy and Rachel Marx as limited term employees and Konnor Johnson as the new coop student for the upcoming year.   Motion passed.

Evansville Police Report – Chief McElroy stated there were 1118 calls for service and 83 license plate transactions for the month of June, 2010.  Officer Nankee attended intoximeter training and Office Reese attended the Attorney General’s Conference.  Officer Napparella has resigned.  Laufenberg is stepping down as investigator effective July 30, 2010.  The eligibility list will be created to hire new part-timers, potential Sergeant and Investigator.  This will be coordinated with the Evansville Police Commission.  EPD staff attended Kids Korner Daycare to discuss sexual assault and the sexual assault registry with daycare staff.  The EPD met with the Driver’s Education class to discuss traffic issues.  The Bike Rodeo was a huge success.  Over 100 children participated and the event was well received by community volunteers.  Chief McElroy advised the 4th of July events went well.  “Hot Spot” technology was turned on at EPD by Rock County Computer services.  Accreditation process continues.  The Chief advised of the recent law changes relating to carrying insurance cards in vehicles and smoking in public.  This information has been placed in the Review and on the police department website.

Evansville Medical Service Report – Mary stated there were 25 runs for the month of June with a total of 167 for the year so far.  Pool Rescue was completed with the Evansville Pool staff and a big thank you to Rick Hamacher.  License renewals have been completed for the next two years.  Service license renewals have also been received.  All EMT students have successfully completed their National Registry.  One more student started class this summer.
