1. Call to order – the meeting was called to order at 6 p.m. 
2. Roll Call – members present were Chair/Alderperson Dennis Wessels and Alderpersons Barb Jacobson and Janis Ringhand (left at 7:00 p.m.).  Staff present were: Police Chief Scott McElroy and EMS Coordinator Mary Beaver.  Citizens present were Russell Jeske and Kim Wunschel.  

3. Motion by Ringhand, second by Jacobson, to approve the agenda as printed.  Motion passed.

4. Motion by Ringhand, second by Jacobson, to approve the July 7, 2010 regular meeting minutes as printed.  Motion passed

5. Citizen appearances other than agenda items listed- None
6. Old Business

a.
Motion by Jacobson, second by Ringhand to approve the Birthday Party celebration of Kim Wunschel to include a band from 5p to 8p at 592 Abey Drive on October 2, 2010.  Motion passed.

Motion by Wessels, second by Ringhand, to table the Operator’s License Application for Rebecca M. Tucker.  Committee requested the City Clerk to send a letter to applicant requesting their presence at the next meeting to clarify answers submitted on the application.  Motion passed.

Evansville Snowmobile Club Ordinance change request.  Mr. Jeske spoke about the 
ordinance and described how Milton has not had any problems with it.  Discussion 
continued regarding pros and cons of the snowmobile trails.  It was recommended that 
the first issue be resolved before it came to this.   

c.
Discussion regarding speed bumps and speeding ordinance in the City of Evansville 
Parks.  Judge Alisankus will be present at September meeting to discuss options.   

d.
Police Chief, Scott McElroy, presented his preliminary EPD Budget proposals for 2011.  As 
of today he has cut a total of $6,000 from his operating budget.

EMS Coordinator, Mary Beaver, presented her preliminary EMS Budget proposals for 2011.

Evansville Police Report- Chief McElroy stated that there were 1,176 calls for service and 68 license plate transactions for July 2010.  Last month officers completed CPR and Defibrillator training.  Officers were also present at the Dunk Tank on the 4th of July in the park.  McElroy also stated that part-time hiring was still an on going process.  UB&T generously donated new sirens that have already been installed.  Accreditation is also ongoing and scanning is continuing and getting done in a timely manner.

Evansville Medical Service Report- EMS Coordinator Mary Beaver stated there were 31 calls for service and 5 for 811 calls.  Three EMT’s went to the Rock County Fair and worked in the First Aid Tent.  Med flight training will take place on 8-11-10 at 6:00 p.m. at Evansville High School for the whole county.  Recruitment is ongoing and we have one new EMT who just completed class.  Three EMT’s are going to Chicago for a mock tornado drill on 8-26-10.  This is a great opportunity for the EMS.
