MINUTES
1. Call to Order – the meeting was called to order at 6:00 p.m.
2. Roll Call – Members present were: Alderperson/Chair, Dennis Wessels; Alderperson Barb Jacobson and Janis Ringhand, staff Police Chief Scott McElroy and EMS Coordinator Mary Beaver.  Others present were: Darcy Brown, Tammy Pestor, Tom Calley, Nicole Vivier, Amber Dienberg and Municipal Judge Tom Alisankus.

3. Approval of Agenda – Motion by Wessels, second by Jacobson, to move agenda item 7 b before agenda item 6, and approve the agenda as amended.  Motion passed.  
4. Motion by Wessels, second by Ringhand, to approve the August 4, 2010 regular meeting minutes as printed.  Motion passed.

Motion by Jacobson, second by Ringhand, to approve the temporary Class “B”/”Class B”  Retailer’s (Picnic) License application for Evansville Community Partnership Inc with attached Temporary Bartender’s List for the Harvest Windmill Festival September 10 through September 12, 2010 at 206 East Main Street, Evansville WI 53536.  The Committee would like the two new names that were added to the bartender’s list to clear a record check and the original list approved as submitted.  Motion passed.

Discussion regarding speed bumps and speeding ordinance in the City of Evansville Parks.  Judge Tom Alisankus spoke about ordinances, adopting the state statute, or to create our own.  He stated that you may not create your own regarding speed/traffic.  He suggested fines could be from $30 to $300.  He mentioned an option 2 of having an ordinance adopted for the park.  It would not be for speeding, but driving.  Reckless driving citations are another option, which are a 6 point violation and a $200 fine.  It was agreed that speed bumps are not something that we want to see in the park.  No action taken.

EPD Budget proposals for 2011 – Chief McElroy presented the police department budget for 2011.  
EMS Budget proposals for 2011 – Coordinator Mary Beaver presented the EMS budget for 2011.

Evansville Police Report –

Chief McElroy stated that there were 1,008 calls for service.  The August license plate transactions totaled 65.  The police department continues to scan files on a daily basis and we are currently working on 2010.  On August 31, two canisters were shredded with Pellitteri.  


We continue to work on accreditation.  Officers Nankee, Fields and Bennett will attend Salvage Vehicle Inspector recertification this fall.  Chief will attend Instructor Development Certification at Blackhawk November 8-11.  Officers Reese and Jones will attend Interviews and Body Language Techniques November 4 in Milwaukee.  


The police department completed an assessment center on July 31.  We are in the process of setting up oral interviews.  Chief stated they are working on an eligibility list for part-time officers.  


Partners in Prevention have been awarded a DFC Mentoring Grant to mentor the BASE Coalition in Evansville.  The BASE Coalition will be hiring a full-time staff person to work to address substance use in Evansville.  The grant begins October 1 and the position will be advertised then.  Rock County computer services completed final installation of the “Hot Spot” technology, which is now operational.  


The “Over the Limit, Under Arrest Initiative” information was placed on the police website and published in the “Behind the Badge” article in the Evansville Review.  


Chief McElroy presented the Countywide Communications Systems – Update Handout as information for the committee to review.

Evansville Medical Service Report – 

There were a total of 33 runs for the month of August, 2010.  811 had six runs.  The “Mock Tornado Drill” in Chicago was attended by Mary, Zach and Joe.  The event was well attended and was a great learning experience for Evansville EMS.  

EVOC is being held for our new EMT employees.  Our new EMT’s are licensed with the exception of one who has just graduated.  EMS staff will be starting refresher classes.  Evansville EMS will be on standby for the Friday Night Football home games which will be starting soon.  

Mary stated that she will be working with Officer Reese to obtain gift cards for those children wearing their bike helmets given out at the Bike Rodeo.  Remaining funds from the Bike Rodeo will be used to finance the continuing education on bike safety.
