Evansville Police Report – There were 1117 calls for service for the month of September, 2010 compared to 1072 in September, 2009.   There were 62 license plate transactions for September.  Interviews were conducted on September 15 and we are working on an eligibility list for the part-time staff.  The police department and Partners in Prevention participated in a “Reality Maze” at Evansville High School for the freshman class.  Police Department staff participated in the TRACS training done “in-house”.  Kathy Comeau, Partners in Prevention, presented a press release regarding the mentoring grant.  The police chief, Lieutenant, Municipal Judge and School District Principal meet once a month for updates.  Accreditation and police website continue with updates.  EPD is working on getting the “bugs out” of the Hot Spot Technology.

Evansville Medical Service Report – There were 33 runs for the month of September, 2010.  EVOC training has been completed by all new members.  Recruitment is an ongoing commitment for the EMS.   The budget has been completed, along with the capital plan to include upgrades for January 1, 2013, and is waiting Finance and Council approval.  EMT’s Ladick, Buttchen and Beaver all participated in the “Reality Maze” for the freshman class at the High School.  EMS had scenarios covering overdose and alcohol related issues.
