The league schedule and permits were not available for 
the meeting.  Motion by Wessels, second by Fuchs, to approve the Co-Ed Softball 
program.

Evansville Police Report-

There were 1,401 calls for service in March 2011 compared to 1,345 in March 2010.  The department had 73 license plate transactions for March.  EPD is now a DNR licensing agent for snowmobiles, boats, hunting & fishing licenses, etc.  The snowmobile/ATV route update will be addressed at next month’s meeting.  EPD continues to scan files for 2010 and 2011 daily.  Identity Theft was addressed in the “Behind the Badge” article and placed on the website.   Significant information continues to be posted on the City’s Police website.  


We experience periodic “glitches” in the Hot Spot technology with continued assistance from Rock County Computer Services, General Communications and Home and Office PC to get systems working properly.  EPD and Partners in Prevention are working to implement the new Medicine Drop Box for unused, unwanted, expired, etc prescription medicines.  The drop box is ready and will be mounted soon.  The following funds were received for the box; $600 from Partners in Prevention, $400 from Rock County, and $100 from Peg Berg, for a total of $1,100.  Evansville was not a participant in the Alcohol/Tobacco Compliance Check done in March.  The training seminar planned by Tammy Pence of the Alzheimer’s Support Center of Rock County on Alzheimer’s elder abuse was cancelled because of low enrollment.  EPD will be participating in the Energy Fair April 15 and will be judging at the Chili Cook-Off on May 14.  


EPD was recently awarded a grant to purchase three new portable radios.  These radios will work with any narrow banding option Rock County chooses, and were the only type the grant application permitted.  Our share of this grant is a 15% match, which is approximately $1,000.  With this grant, we are able to purchase three radios instead of two with the 2011 budget.  

Accreditation with subsequent editing is continuing on policies received.  We are planning our first accreditation visit in the Summer of 2012.  Officers Koehler, Nankee, Bennett and Job have participated in various trainings during the month of February and March.  Two part-time officers continue training, with Officer Schmidt now working as a second officer.  On March 23, Officer Mahan-Strupp gave presentations on being a police officer in a small community to the 4th and 5th grade students of the Atlas Preparatory Academy in Milwaukee.

Evansville Medical Service Report –

The month of March was very busy with an increase in monthly use of the ambulances.  On two occasions, the service could have utilized a third ambulance.  EMS will be attending the open house for the Week of the Young Child on April 8th.  A table is being set up with tattoos, stickers and some equipment for the children to try out.  The following Thursday, EMS will be participating in the parade.  Mary will be attending meetings on the upcoming radio upgrades for 2013, and the EMS Leadership and State Rules and Guidelines with Zach.  Recruitment is on going with one student in EMT Basic class this spring with completion in June.  EMS Week is May 15-21, 2011.  EMS will be presenting a Resolution thanking EMT’s for their dedication and commitment to the City of Evansville and surrounding townships.
