EMS Week-This item was removed from the agenda.
8. Evansville Police Report  -

The department had 1,237 calls for service for the month of April compared to 1,145 for April 2010.  April license plate transactions were 69.  The department performed the annual inspections for the businesses renewing their liquor licenses.  The Medicine Drop Box is in service.  Flyers were distributed to local stores and at the Energy Fair.  
In the month of April, staff participated in the Energy Fair, Week of the Young Child Parade and will be judging at the Chili Cook-Off in May.  Chief attended the law enforcement career fair in Madison.  The department continues to work on accreditation with April policies being Traffic Crash procedures and Other Traffic Related Duties.  Chief McElroy will be taking partial days off in the next couple weeks.  

“Behind the Badge” information articles on Identity Theft and Storm Chaser Scams were placed in the Review and city website.   Rock County Snowmobile alliance will pay for signage.  They ask that Public Works erect the signs.  Mr. Jeske will be sharing information regarding the route.  Squad two and three are consistently in the shop for repairs, with three having major problems.  
  

9. Evansville Medical Service Report –
EMS Week will be celebrated May 15 through May 21, 2011.  The Mayor will be endorsing a Mayoral Proclamation for this week.  The service would like to thank the Common Council for their continued support.  It is important to thank these dedicated individuals for providing professional care when called upon.  These individuals also attend and participate in community events, along with required continuing education classes.  They staff two ambulances 24/7 365 days a year, missing many days and nights from quality family time and family events.  On May 18th at 6:00 p.m. there will be an awards ceremony at the EMS Building with a short presentation and distribution of year of service pins.  Mary would like to extend an invitation to everyone to be a part of this event.  
Mary attended a Safety Officer class April 30 and May 1st as part of the NIMS training.  June 1st Mary will be attending a UW Hospital 3-day conference in Wisconsin Dells.  The refresher class scheduled for summer will resume in the fall, with all EMTs required to participate for license renewal.  May 4th, Mary participated in the school district human growth and development committee curriculum for classroom teaching.  This is the second time being involved with this group that meets every four years.  

The service will be on hand for the Civil War Day’s Friday night fireworks.  Week of the Young Child was a big hit and a good opportunity for our new EMTs to meet the public in a non-emergency situation.  Coloring books, pencils, bookmarks and tattoos were available for the children along with some of our equipment for children to play with.
