E.
Discussion and possible motion regarding summer employment at the Evansville Police Department. 

Motion by Hayes, second by Jacobson, to allow the Chief McElroy to hire Matt McElroy and Rachel Marx as part-time workers at the Evansville police department for the remainder of 2011.  The maximum hours for the two employees would be 400. 


Chief provided the numbers as they would affect the 2011 operating budget, which he 
received from city hall.  He advised the committee that the City Administrator did not support this request.  Barb commented the Chief did not need the committee’s permission to bring back these limited term employees. She further stated the Chief had authority to hire these employees back as the Chief was in charge of the Police Department operating budget.  The committee appreciated the Chiefs explanation and communication regarding this issue committee.  Motion passed.  
8. Evansville Police Report –

There were 1,268 calls for service for the month of May compared to 1,197 in May of 2010.  The department had 45 license plate transactions.  Yearly licensing inspections were conducted at the request of the City Clerk’s office.  We had numerous equipment fail in May; squad 3, now back in service, our main base radio and the department’s speaker system, both being repaired by General Communications, who provided a loaner.   
Accreditation continues.  Reviews and editing are continuing with our first accreditation visit in the summer of 2012.  Officer Job was appointed part-time to replace Officer Fields, with full-time status becoming effective September 4, 2011.  Office Bennett is on military leave through July 18 and possibly longer.   May was a busy month for officer training.  
Hot Spot technology is working well with periodic glitches.  The department will need to address some areas in regard to the space lost to the EMS Garage Remodeling.  In addition to space, we lost an overhead door, a bay with floor drain and water accessibility, and a wall with electrical outlets to charge the radar trailer, the Tahoe and portable jump packs.   This bay was the largest and future plans were being considered for a lift installation for vehicle inspections.   

Russell Jeske, Evansville Snowmobile Club will be present at the meeting on June 1, with an invitation for Jim Kopecky to attend.  Donations have been received for the Medicine Drop Box ($900), which is very popular.  CR Stone donated stone for the police department sign.  Ray Anderson and his summer staff did a great job in making the building front area look nice.  Donations were received of $400 from K&M Auto Sales, who we perform vehicle inspections for, and $500 from Blackhawk Tech College Criminal Justice Club.  Donations will be used for an inside and outside security system.

Evansville Medical Service Report –
The service had 30 runs for the month of May.  The ambulance was on standby for the Civil War Re-enactment fireworks in Lake Leota Park.  EMS week went well and EMS would like to thank the council members and administrators in attendance.  We really appreciate the support and kind words.  Mary, Zac and Michele attended a “training burn” with the fire department.  It provided a great trial/dry run when there is a “real” fire and an opportunity to set up our rehab site to use our tools to document vital signs and air packs consumed.  
The refresher class for the Wisconsin state license is still ongoing, breaking for the summer and resuming in the fall.  Other training will occur during the summer to enhance skills.  One student finished her EMT basic class and is in the process of taking her National Registry Exam to facilitate obtaining her state license.  Mary interviewed two applicants, and they will be taking the class in the fall.  
A “trial” run was conducted in April/May for two weeks on a new cot and stair chair.  Staff were provided with evaluation sheets to complete in regard to their likes/dislikes on the new models.  We will be purchasing these with the new ambulance.
